VENTURING FORTH

For those of you who were unable to see 
the short demonstration of Forth this last 
meeting, here is a short program you can enter 
which does show the speed of Forth. Before 
starting enter -TEXT -EDITOR <RETURN>.

To run the program, LOAD -GRAPH, -GRAPH1, 
SCR* LOAD. Where SCR* is the decimal munber of 
the screen where the program resides. Of 
course I assume you know how to use the 
Editor, ETC. If I've lost you, read Chapter 
Three of the TI Forth Instruction Manual. If 
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you are still lost, we still have a few 
openings in our Forth Interest Group. 

Once you have the program running, you 
should see a red ball going around the screen 
from corner to corner five times. Not 
Interesting!! Now type TEXT which will place 
you back in the text mode, then ED@ which will 
bring your screen into view. All commands are 
followed be <RETURN> 

Now change line 7 to read: 
7 : DELAY OF 00 DO LOOP ; 

Since the Forth System makes use of a 
dictionary, and the words in this program now 
reside in the dictionary, you should remove 
these words by telling the system to forget 
them. So type FORGET COLOUR <RETURN>. Note 
the spelling of COLOUR. 

This time when you load your screen, 
watch it very carefully. Did you see the ball 
going around the screen?? Type GO <RETURN>. 
See it this time? 

It is not my intention to replace the "TI 
Forth/Starting Forth" by Brodie, but rather to 
supplement and guide where possible. Keeping 
this in mind the table of character sets which 
follows should prove to be of some help. As 
you can see, Forth has 32 character sets, 
numbered 0 to 31. All characters may be 
redefined and each group may be assigned a 
foreground and a background colour. For 
further information, refer to Chapter Six of 
the TI manual. Pay particular attention to 
the fact that most things start with zero 
including screen line numbers and column 
numbers.

PRU ID1JCT CORNER 

This month we are enclosing a product 
review of the MYARC WDS/100 10MB WINCHESTER by 
Mack McCormick. 

I thought you might like to have a review 
of a hard disk system for the TI-99 since 
there have been some messages lately. It's 
absolutely super!!! You can purchase from 
MYARC in 5, 10 and 15MB models (everything is 
the same except for the hard disk itself). It 
comes with an 89 page manual and its a breeze 
to install. Just plug the personality card in 
your PEB, plug the Winchester ribbon cable to 
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the card, and plug the Winchester in the wall. 
<All in 5 minutes> 

The only real adjustment the user must 
make is learning the UNIX (Bell Labs) 
directory system. For those of you who are 
unfamiliar with this system, it allows for up 
to 17 levels of directories with up to 114 
directories at each level and 127 files per 
directory. For example, this review is stored 
as: WDS1.TIWTR.REVIEW. For those of you who 
spend all you time doing assembly programming, 
as I do, here's another useful example: 
WDS1.ASM.O.SORT. I have set up the same file 
name "SORT" for my source code, object code 
and source listing. This really makes it easy 
to remember program names. Another great 
feature is the ability to store all of your 
prgrams which are call from DSK1 by cartidges 
such as TI-Writer, Editor/Assembler and 
Multiplan on the Winchester. Now when you 
need TI-Writer, instead of loading a floppy in 
Drive 1, you simply press 1 for edit and the 
editor loads automatically from the 
Winchester. It really saves time. The 
Winchester can do this because it searches 
it's DSK1 file before passing control to the 
floppy DSK1 file. 

Winchester utilities are envoked from 
Extended Basic and are very straight forward. 
If you can use the TI Disk Manager, you can 
transition to the Winchester in about 5 
minutes. The disk map, or directory, is 
great. It provides a complete list of all 
directories and files including a date stamp 
of when it was created and when it was last 
revised. Yes, the Winchester does have a 
clock, but it must be initialized on first 
power up. I plan to build the Witchata clock 
and will let you know how that works with the 
Winchester. 

File/directory back up is a breeze other 
than it takes a lot of floppies to back up 
10MB of data even using DS/DD. 

Here's some technical data: 2 platters, 4 
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active data surfaces, 4 read/write heads, 306 
tracks, 345 tracks/inch, 3600 RPM, track to 
track access is 3ms, data transfer rate is 5 
MBits/sec. single bit error correction and 
double bit error detection. How fast is it? 
It's about twice as fast as my TEAC drives 
using CorComp DS/DD controller card. My disk 
drives loaded a 44 sector file in 12 seconds. 
TI-Writer editor loads in 2.5 seconds, E/A 
Edit is 1.5 seconds. Transition is a snap. 
All commands used with any programming 
language for disk utilities can be used. The 
only difference is to specify WDS1 and the 
pathname (which you design) for the file. 

Special features: You may open up to 12 
files simutaneously from Basic. You can 
perform direct I/O to CPU RAM (By-pass VDP 
RAM) using Assembler. 

Hardware requirements: Disk drive, 
Extended Basic, 32K Memory Expansion and PEB. 

Problems noted: No longer can you RUN 
"DSK1.LOAD" from Extended Basic without 
altering the Winchester directory to not boot 
the Winchester utilities from starting 
Extended Basic. 	(A small problem which I will 
seek advice on in the message section.) Other 
than that, it's absolutley super!! What does 
it cost? $895 reconditioned and $2199 new. 
If there is sufficient interest MYARC informed 
me they could reduce their "new" price 
significantly. The used price isn't bad 
conidering you pay $550 for two drives and a 
DS/DD controller card. 

In summary, it's one of the best 
purchases I have made and I feel it's worth 
every penny. To obtain more information from 
the manufacturer call (201)766-1700 or write 
MYARC, P.O. Box 140, Basking Ridge, NJ 07920.
