Do vou. or have you, used another word processing program, or
programs? Before I graduated up to the "F" box and disc drives, I was a
cassette and module word processsor program user. I had WORDWRITER in a
module. and TYFWRITER on tape. Now I wuse the FUNNELWEB version of TI
WRITER.

I had much material stored on tapes. I transferred the files from the
WORDWRITER program to discs because the TI Formatter could print them. They
were in the required D/V 80O format. That was nice. but if I wanted to edit
the file, I had to use the original program to do so. I also could not

combine the WORDWRITER File with a TI WRITER file in the EDIT mode. The
editor would call up the file and the disc would send it to the computer,
but the TI would lock up at the end of the transfer. That was the end of
that. I started over from scratch.

I accidently found the answer to editing the WORDWRITER file with the
TI WRITER editor when I forgot which program 1 was in. I was in the TI EDIT
mode and attempted to add a WORDWRITER file to the end of the TI file.

I used the WORDWRITER method of adding the second file at the end of
the first +ile. The procedure is the same as the TI WRITER s except atter
FCTN 9 and LF are sntered. the letter "E" is added ahead of the disk drive
and file name. Tl WRITER calls for the line number in place of the "E". My
file came throuah nicely at the end of the TI file.

Suddenly a bell rang in my head. 1 had found a method of using the TI
EDIT made with my WORDWRITER files.

Now I call up the WORDWRITER file to the TI WRITER EDIT mode as
follows;

Enter the TI EDIT mode with a blank screen. Type in a single letter
on line 1. I use an "X", then enter FCTN 9 and LF as usual, add the "E" and
a space ahead of the disc and file name and ENTER. Your WORDWRITER +File
will be transferred to the screen. Remove the "X" and process the file as
required. When vou save the file back to the disc. it will be in TI WRITER
file Fform the next time you use it. You can use the TI WRITER line number
instead of the "E". I use the "E" because it is faster. especially if vou
are adding a file to an existing file. You don’t have to look up the line
number to use.

The TYFWRITER program uses the I/F 192 format, but the program PRINT
Menu #3 allows you to save the material in D/V 80 farmat for printing with
the TI WRITER Faormatter. Using the same procedure, you can call up the file
in the TI WRITER EDIT mode and do vour editing with the TI program. And
append the file to an existing file if so desired.

I would think other word processor proarams that are in D/V 80 and are
compatable with the TI formatter would also respond to this procedure.

I suggest vou experiment and find out. f

By the wav. I found that the WORDWRITER proaram will accept the TI
Files with no problems or fixes.

I have been working with a program called "Banner’?9" from Tex-Comp.
program 1is adequate for most simple banner uses. and even allows the
use for printing the banner. If vour
printer has a block character, its code can be entered into the banner
program and saved. so that all future banners will use it. There is also
a
double strike or enhance the printout.
was that only 10 control code characters could be stored and used. Well,
my printer doesn’t have a block character, but I can use the programmable
character function of my printer to define a block. then use it. The code
to define the block character requires about 20 bytes or so. I tried
madify the banner program to accept more printer control characters.
and then figure out where to modity the code
to accept more bvtes. This proved tedious. and in the esnd. unfruitful.

pravision to send certain escape or control codes to the printer,

The program is so large. any increase in the array size used to hold

contral characters resulted in the dreaded "MEMORY FULL" error message.
Dead end. unless I wanted to go through and optimize and spiff up their

program., [ didn™t bite on this one.

My solution was to proaram my printer externally from the Banner 29
program. and then let the banner program rip as normal. The only
modification to the banner program was to change the name of the load

program from "LOAD" to “LOAD1". My program is now named "LOAD". so
receives control first. Once I send the correct codes to my printer.

use "RUN DSK1.LOAD1" to start off the banmner program. This technigue
be used for almost any program that uses the printer for output. Here is
the listing:

Somewhat related to the printer set article found elsewhere. I have come
up with an "include" file for TI Writer that contains most of the
commonly used control codes for Epson printers. There are two wavys to
control the printer from TI Writer files: using the transliterate
commands., and including the actual codes in the text. The transliterate
commands merelyv substitute a string of printer codes for a less commonly
used printable character. such as the tilda or vertical brace. To
include the actual control codes with the text. the followina seguence
of keystrokes.is required: Control-U. Shift-Codeletter. then Control-U
again. Whil2 1n the control code entering mode. the TI Writer cursor
changes from a solid blinkinag block to a blinkinag underline. Usina
21ther method. vou s3till need to know the correct codes to use. That 1s
where this 1nclude +ile comes 1in. It lists all the codes I need. and
makes them all accessable. even if¥ I don’t use them all.

Where a "X" is printed in the above listing. my original file has the
actual control code displaved. for reference. This looks like one or
two small numbers shown where one character would normally be. It is TI
Writer’s way of displaving the control codes directly. GSee page 146 in
the TI Writer manual for an example of what I see when I look at this
file on my screen. By the way. the little "cr" symbol at the end of
gach paragraph is one of these control characters. I had to replace them
all in this file, because if they were left in. the newsletter editor’s
printer would actually respond to them. giving him fits!

The control characters become second nature once they are used for a
while. and are guite handvy. I will comment on how the screen
representation of these control codes was determined. Several codes use

mnemonics for their representation. such as "CR" "FA" and "LF". These
are the most commonly used codes. and mean carriage return, ogage bresak
or form feed. and line +feed. respectivelv. The other characters are

represented by a two svmbol combination. The codes ar= 1n hexadecimal
(ugh'). but recoanizina them is =asv. The upper left portion of the
code 13 either a zmall dot. or a small ona. I+ 1t 153 a small dot. tnis
is a olaca2 holder to tell yvou that the character 1sn’t simply a small
number. and 1s read as a zZero. I+ 1t 153 a small one. well that 1s th=2
first digit of the hex code. The lower number represents the second
digit of the code. S0 if vou see a code of "14" all smashed down 1nto a
tiny single character. vyou know the hei: code i1is 14, and this is a device
control code of some sort. I can™t actually show vou th2 code i1nside
this file. because I would need some araphics capabilities to create the
illusion of the code. Otherwise, if I ijust put the code i1n this file,
the newletter editor’s printer would again respond to it, and we would
both have a hard time trving to find out what happened.

Any of the over 350
fonts, availabe faor TT ARTIST, can be use to give almast uniimited selectivity.
Up to 80 characters of text can be used oar you use ARTIST INSTANCES to give a
Graphic picture to be Iincarparated into your theme. With just a little pratice
you will be able to CREATE WITH QUALITY that will shame those other computers.

STATIONARY: Tired of sending that blank piece of paper? You have the tool
to get the message across, let them know your company name and purpose, or just
be CREATIVE. Again using ARTIST FONTS and INSTANCES you can have up to 4 lines
of text, depending on the size of font. With text you also can incorporate a
graphic picture on either side. Your CREATION can be used at the top ar bottes
of the page. With Christmass ccaming, this part of APS is really great to
CREATE the messages of the Season to go with your Christaass card and letters.

SIGNMAKER: I know everone has wished at one time ar another to CREATE a sign
aor poster for some reason. With SIGNMAKER part of APS you have the POWER OF
TI99 AT HAND. Again with ARTIST FONTS AND INSTANCES you can lay out in print
shop fashion exactly the text and pictures to really show off unlimited
CREATIVELY. I know even you will be impressed with the hidden abilities you
have never known you have.

Now I know you are going to say all thats fine but all I do sit around and
have no need for all this CREATIVELY. Well I say BULL.... If you have THE POWER
