The Horizon 
menu program allows up to nine disk 
drives and permits custom formatting 
of the RAMdisk. 

The file on Compuserve is in DL1 
and is in compressed form, requiring 
Archiver 2.4 or 2.3 to decompress and 
unpack. If you lack Archiver with 
compression routines, get it from 
GEnie, files 2022-2024, or Compuserve, 
filename ARCV24.BIN in DL1.

NEW EXPANSION SYSTEMS 

Owners of the bare TI-99/4A 
console who have wondered how they 
might expand their computer, or have 
had trouble finding a used expansion 
system, or simply don't trust used 
equipment, need no longer worry. There 
have long been small expansion systems 
marketed by CorComp, which allow the 
basic 32K, RS232, and disk control, 
but no additional cards. But recently 
two other companies have launched well 
designed expansion systems which seem 
intended not only to provide an 
alternative to expansing the 99, but 
to house the new Myarc 9640 as well. 

Ryte Data company is making what 
they call the 99AT Expansion System, 
which looks for all the world like a 
typical IBM or clone box, has a power 

supply from 135 to 200 watts (your 

choice) space for up to four floppy 
drives, or two floppies and a hard 
drive, five expansion card slots (with 
none take for the interface), and a 
smaller cable. The price for the basic 

135 watt system with built-in 
interface is only $155.00. For more 
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information, call 705-457-2774. 

The other expansion is marketed by 

the Queen Anne Computer Shoppe in 
Seattle, Washington. This, too, is an 

AT style box, with a 220 watt power 
supply. It has eight total slots, and 

will accomodate three floppies and two 

hard drives. In addition, an IBM type 
computer on a card is available for-

the box, which will allow the same 

system (with only a different 

keyboard) to be used for either TI or 

MS-DOS, at the flip of a switch. The 

basic box retails for $329.95, and the 

IBM type, 256K card goes for about 

$399.00. For more information, call

This newsletter has reported 

previously on both these boxes, but 

new readers may not be aware of the 

availability of new expansion systems. 

BUGS IN FUNNELWEB CONFIG 

The Lima Users Group, which gave 

us the Funnelweb flow chart, has 
identified a problem with the CONFIG 

program, which this editor has 

encountered himself. The situation, as 

they discribe it, and the fix, is 

reprinted here; 

"Sometimes the Funnelweb 4.0 

CONFIG won't save your configuration 

data to both the LOAD and UTIL1 at the 

end of a configuration. Only one of 

these two files gets the configuration 

data. This is most likely to happen if 

you specify boot disk tracking off and 

have UTIL1 and LOAD in different 

drives (or different ramdisks). The 
solution seems to be to do the complete 
configuration twice. The first time 

answer "N" to the prompt "Do you wish 

to edit the XB LOAD program UList 

before saving UTIL1?" Then save your 
configuration to UTIL1 as prompted. 
Then do the complete CONFIG cycle from 

the beginning again, answering "Y" to 
the prompt "Do you wish to edit the XB 

LOAD program...." Enter your XB LOAD 
configurations, or just press <ENTER) 

repeatedly if you don't want to change 

the XB LOAD. Then save the 
configuration to DSKx.LOAD as prompted. 

"If you attempt to alter 

previously configured user lists by 
selecting "2 Redo User Lists" from the 

first CONFIG menu, you sometimes lose 

the ability to use the configurable #6 
UTILITY item on each of the central 

menus. The central menu screen display 

• shows up OK, but the utility program 
won't. boot. The problem seems to be 

that the two #6 UTILITY file names are 

somehow lost from the original 

configuration. The solution is to start 

the configuration from the beginning 

with "1 Continue Normally" from the 
first CONFIG menu." (From Bits, 

Bytes,&Pixels, April 1988.) 

We have also noticed this bug in 
the CONFIG program, which has the added 

effect of not saving proper default 

printer names. We tried to change RS232 
to PIO a dozen times, and wondered why 

it never took. The above fix solved it.
