It you have only the TI bDasic systes with possibly
Extended Basic and tape recorder, do you feel the world is
passing vou by?

In glancing through the software cataiogs, there are still
siny orograss available in that esedius. For instance, the
Navarone PAINT ’N PRINT, CONSOLE WRITER, a sodule-based word
processor which will download to cassette and does not need
seaory expansion. Extended Software has TYPMRITER and
SUPER-SKETCK uses cassette storage.

ALL of the Scott Adams Adventure gases are available on
cassette, even the newest releases which feature popular

cosic-pook characters. There are 2 full pages of disk OR
cissette-based qames in the latest TRITON catalog. The TENEX
winter catalog features all of the books published by SAMS
at special prices of $6.93 apiece or 4 for $19.95 with the
prograns fros the book pre-recorded on cassettes as part of
the price. The titles of these books range fros basic gqases
to a trivia data base, a spreadsheet progras, tricks for
developing progras skills, etc. They also have 2 pages of

educational prograss fros KIDWARE and MicroEd in cassette
foraat,

Aleost all of the books published by COMPUTE! include
provisions for cassette storage if the progras contains
files. Two of the books (which can still be obtained froe
Cospute!

Voluse One. The foraer has chapters on creating and using
data files for both disk and cassette storage.

There are sose tises when | could use
sone more flexibility than the current TI
Pditor offers, thowgh. There are fowr
«diting actions that 1 often need, byt
arp not allowed by the built-in consele
editor. They are: 1) delete a series of
lines {say a whole subroutine); 2) copy a
saries of lines t0 another $ile for use
in other prograss; 3) sove a series of
1iaes to another araa in the sase prograa
{for exanple, sove all data statessnts to
the snd of tha prograa); and 4) delete
soly the REN lines to save sesory space
once the progras is coapleted.

To acet ay needs for 2 eore flexidle
editor (and ay need to continue to write
prograns’'}, | wote a prograa calied WE
(Nerge File Editor) that allows the
editing actions 1 described above. This
progréa works only om JIDASIC's JERGE
Foraat ¢iles and requires & disk drive,
pxpansion Nemory and, of course, the XD
cartridge. Below is 2 run-down of the
capabilities of this seall, but poweriul
prograseing aid. .

£OPY-ing Lines

1 often discover that the subroutine I
need has already been written in some
other progras. Instead of getting the
printout and sitting at the comsole
typing the thing in again, I just use the
WFE to copy the desired limes froe the
original prograa into another file for
use in oy aew project. This saves timm,
effort and reduces the chance of typing
errors in transferring the routine.

Deleting REN Lines

1 tend to write a lot of cossmnts in
ay prograas as 1 as designing thea, It
helps ae reseaber vhere | a0 headed whon
1 cose back to the project later on. Mt
thess cosamsnts use wp pracious sesory and
need to be rencved to improve the spesd
of the progras.

RESEQUENCING Lines

line nuaber (say 3000).

The WFE can also save entire sections
of code froa one part of the prograa to
snother., How many tises have you
discovered you have just written sose
progras  code undernsath an  XBASIC
Subprograa? The progras won’t run because
all Sebprograas aust be at the end of the
progras code’' Now about when you wish you
had put that subroutine at the wnd of the
file instead or the aiddle? Or how about
manting to put all your DATA stateaents
in one section instead of stattered
throughout your progras? Do you delete
the code and write it al]l again in the
proper placa? Not if you have IFE.

With WFE you can sove any line of code
by just changing the starting address of
the ressquencing. For example, say |
wanted to sove the DATA stateasnts aow at
lines 330440 down to the end of the file
at around 1300. All I aeed to do is tell
WE to resequence starting at 350 and
ending at 460 and start the new line
suabering at 1300 ia increaents of 10,
WL does the rest!
