SENDING ELECTRONIC NAIL ON PREENET
VIA INTERNET, FIDO AND BITNET
By Deanna Sheridan - NorthCoast 99ers - Cleveland, Ohio

Last sonth I told you how you could send E-Mail to
people on CONPUSERVE if you knew their ID number.  This
ponth ve vill go into the system a little deeper and
explore FIDO, BITNET and INTERNET. When logging onto
FREENET, chose TELEPOR? from the main mention. You will
have several options with instructions for the various
petbods of sending mail, Pirst, is an explanation of what
the teleport does as follows:

I bave spooled off the instructions from the FREEKE?
and, even though some of this may be very dry for you, 1
an publishing them because we have members froa our group
all over the country. We also trade newsletters with 25
other groups, and I think it important they knov hov
easily they can communicate with us if they would like.
AMso to any of you out-of-town members or readers of our
nevsletter, the Cleveland FREENET is available to ANYONE,
ANYNEERE. You do not bave to be a resident of the
Cleveland area to obtain an ID number and have access to
the various boards and SIGS. If you work where you have
access to an 800 number or belong to PC Pursuit, you can
have all the benefits of the Cleveland FPREENET at no
charge. There are SIGS there on almost any subject you
can imagine.

If you do not now have a modem, we hope to inspire
you to purchase one and Join the world of
telecommunications. Marty Smoley got ome of the §19.95
Atari modems from the DAMARK catalog that is working just
fine, I have seen the Smart One 2408 baud that I paid
$160 for three years ago going for §79.00, so it is not
expensive to get on-line anymore!

ABOUT TEE TELEPORT

As you probably know by now, the Cleveland FPree-Net
is based around an electronic "city" wmotif.  Conmsistant
with that theme, vhat we really wanted to put in here was
an "airport® -- a place which rapidly transports you {fron
point A to point B. But the ters alrport didn't seen
quite appropriate for am electronic city, so we 1nvented
another... the Teleport... a place that electronically

* transports your COMPUTER from one place to another.

The Teleport has two sectlons: The Packet Express
(vith apologies to the old- time pony service of similar
name) and the Terminal Tower.

The PACKET BXPRESS explains hov you can  Dhave
electronic wmail from the Cleveland Free-Net to over
160,000 locations world-vide through a variety of network
services. Most of these services operate by placing your
electronic mail into small electronic packages, called
*packets," and relaying them from computer system to
computer system at very high speeds {56,000 bits per
second in most cases) until your electronic mail gets to
jts destination--thus the name, Packet Express.

The TERMIKAL TOWER will allow you to commect in
'real-time® to tvo services: the Cleveland Public Library
conputer in downtown Cleveland, and to CWRU's library
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computer--EUCLID, As time goes on, ve hope to add =many
pore computer systems that you can "teleport* to,
including virtually all the major research and public
libraries in northeast Ohio.

The Packet Express is a section of the Free-Net
containing detailed information about sending electronic
mail fron Pree-Net to other computer systems located
around the vorld,

You should really knov that mail can be sent to all
of these destinations from the regular Pree-Net Post
0ffice, and that's probably the route you will take once
you become a grizzled veteran. (Say, tomorrov...}.

While you're learning the finer points, though, you
can find the information you vill need about electronic
mail addresses posted here. Expect more systeas to be
added as time goes on,

¥hen your long-distance correspondents reply to your
electronic mail, or just decide to send you unselicited
pessages, they will arrive in your reqular Free- Net Post
Office box along with your local electronic mail (the
analogy to your U.5. Snail box is quite closej.  Read
your exotic foreign communications through the same "check
mail” process in the post office you currently use to read
your local mail.

Last month we covered COMPUSERVE, so will skip that
feature in this article. On to Internet...

------- INTERNET

It is now possible to send electronic mail to, and
receive e-mail from, any of the 120,000 or so Internet
nodes world-vide via the National Public Telecomputing
Network (NPTN) Internet node. The process is as follows:

T0 SEND EMAIL PFROM THE FREE-NET T0 AN INTERNET
ADDRESS:

1. Obtain the Internet address of the person you
vish to reach through other channels, as there is no
central directory. A phonme call or letter should do it.
It will probably be of the form *personfplace.suffix®....
say, "hobbesbcsuohio.edu”,

2. Log on to Free-Net and visit the Post Office.
Choose "send mail® from the post office menu.
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2, Log on to Pree-Net and visit the Post Office.

BITRET is not terribly standardized throughout.,  We
have recently learned that there continue to be a number
of BITNET nodes which cannot send addresses in the forn
listed above, though they tend to use the same pieces put
together in interesting ways. For this reason we offer
the following suggestions for people trying to send BITNET
mail into Free-Net:

1. Pirst, try the "reply* function within your own
system (assuning, of course, that you have a message from
Pree-Net to which you can reply).

Kow hov to you go from a fidonet node to a internet
style address? Just as easy, however, you need to find a
qgatevay on fidonet first, since there is no automatic
routing to internet gateways at this time. For example,
you could use my gateway at 1:114/15

You would send a message to the user *uucp® at
1:114/15.

In the first line of the text, you put the internet
style address, followed by 2 returns, i.e. The addressing
is in the form: To: user@site.domain

Por exanple, to send to wy bitnet account of ATWIE @
ASUACAD, the fidonet message would go to "umucp® at fidonet
address 1:114/15. The first line of text in the bedy of
the message would be: To: atwlh@asvacad.bitnet

Or to my uucp address: postmasterdstjhmc.uucp

As reported in the last newsletter, I have been experimenting with a voice
recognition chip which has been discontinued by Radio Shack for some time and is

now very cheap. At the time ] wrote, the circuit was not working but I knew it
would and wanted to alert fellow TI'esrm to this hardware bonanza. Since then I

have it working and have interfaced it to a bare unaltered console through the

joystick port using Basic. I hope to have an article about this in the next
newsletter.

While acquiring this supply, I couldn't help but notice the following
additional close—outs, useful to Tl'ers: RSZ232Z2 surge suppressor (276-1402) was
$16.95 - now $.99., great for insertion between the TI and a modem to protect the
computer from lightning:; joystick extension cable (Z270-1705) was $5.49, now $.99;
and a bit of color computer stuff ~ NOTE - this computer is not in the 1992 catalog
anyvhere. One of the more interesting is an ANALOG MOUSE (26-3025) was $49.95 -
now $18.08. There was an article about interfacing this mouse to the Tl thru the
Super Sketch Module in the May 1988 issue of the MICROpendium. This could also be
interfaced to the Tl using my A to D converter and and included in Bamic programs,
or someone might modify the mouse DSR included in TI-ARTIST so that the Super
Sketch Module is not required. ANY TAKERS??7? If no one else does 1t, I will
probably modify some of the drafting programs written in Basic to use this mouse.
