The Missing Link 18 not really difticult to use, but you do need to
have some things explained to you., and you need to learn a3 different way
to think 1n terme of qraphice. Theee articlee wi1ll hopefully explain
thies unique, and very rewarding programming enviraonment.

colar mode also saves memory, anda 18 therefore suited to more text
inteneive proagrams., In thie cace. let's pueh 1 for the 16 color mode.
The screen wilil change momentariiy, ana Timally you are presented wiin a
qreen ecreen and a eromgt similar 0 XB'e, with the exceptirion ot a
cursor shaped like Texae.

Now that you are im the Miesinmag Link, let’'s learn a little about
thi1s Nnew programming environment. Rl the XB commands still work,
except any statemenrt that refers to araphics (Except for Call ©Screen).
That's right, Praint, Call CHAR, VUHAK, HCHAR, SPRITE, GCHAR, ACCEFPT AT,
DISPLAY AT, ECT. NO LONGER WORK IN YOUR PROGRAMS. All they will do 18
make garbage on the screen. BUI DON'T WORRY., the Missing Link hae a
whole bunch of MUCH BETTER., NEW GRAPHICS COMMANDS. All the other
commands., like Pl. FOR 70, ABS. CHR$, GDOTO, ASC., SUEBE, GOSUB, WORK JUSsT
LIKE ALWAYS. ONLY THE COMMANDS THAT USE THE SCREEN CHANGE! And I 'm sure
that vou will find the nmew commands to be quite an 1mprovment.

A1l of the Missing Link’'s new commande must be accessed usina CALL
L INK. For example, the first commanod we w1ll learn 16 CALL
LINE( CLEAR"). Yep. you guessed 1t, thie command clears the screen,
Not a big feat since you haven’'t learned how 10O put anything on the
screen yet, but that 18 coming £Qon.
