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MARKETING HASSLES

Several items of concern regarding marketing of
products produced by private authors have surfaced
recently. One such debate envelops the graphic BIT-
MAC program, which creator Dave Vaughn, of Vaughn
Software, had initially arranged with DataBioTics of
California to distribute.

A subsequent dispute about the distributor ability
to meet publication notices for further marketing,
plus a question about propriety of DataBioTics’ use
of a copyright claimed by the author, led to a loss
of wider exposure and thus, sales, at a time when a
number of graphics programs for the T blossomed at
once. Vaughn began taking personal ads in User Group
newsletters (e.g., July’s DATA BUS, p.5) to overcome
his losses, which he is pursuing in court.

Vaughn Software programs - Bitmac at $29.%3, free-
ware campanion Printpack I, and Zapcede, a rapid mail
list program (cost unknown) - now are sold by: IEC,
4158 Fox St. Unit #5, Denver,CO 88214, (383)458-5480.

Circumstances surrounding business software legal
claims might be of interest to those who don’t follow
*the big boys" of camputers regularly; an article of
intelligible phrasing for the lay reader appears in
the MANERS (Mid-Atlantic Ninety Nine‘ers) November
newsletter, available from DVUG’s library to members.

Not everyone has desire or ready ability to settle
matters in U.S. courts. On this page is a letter from
Ottawa, Canada, bringing the attention of TI users to
a dispute over marketing rights, ethics and technique
used by Tex-Comp in distributing Bruce Caron’s superb
Disk Manager 1088. No response was provided Boone by
Tex-Comp’s Jerry Price.

Caron sold his TI in the Fall (moving on to a Mac)
and also sold his source code to the Ottawa U.6. Any
one wishing to send freeware payments can make checks
out to the Treasurer of the Ottawa group, at Station
D, as indicated on the letter, Version 2.3 of DM1B88
was distributed at the Chicago TI Faire, Caron visits
Ottawa’s UG now and thenj he and Boone (and likewise,
Nova Scotia’s Terry Atkinson) are currently on duty
with the Canadian Armed Forces.

MICROpendium’s December issue has mixed commentary
of approval/disapproval on Free/Fairware by different
authors of the stuff. DWG’s Steve Lawless received
slow response first, but considerably better reaction
later. Bill Knecht and Danny Michaels have been quite
pleased. On the other hand, Robt. Wessler wants his
Trivia 99‘er removed from circulation. Jim Hollender
suggests that but one copy sold of SXB at a recent UG
(DVUG?) meeting meant everyone was pirating. We think
he overestimated appeal of 3 language vs. a program.

Known publications dealing with the TI-99/44, with 2
covering letter indicating our User Group’s point of
view in this matter.

We haven’t the desire or the resources to go to
court over this matter but we can and will create a
furor in the international Tl world if steps aren’t
taken to rectify the above wrongs. Donations for
DM-1008 have averaged $18-%415 per respondant and as
Terrie Masters of Beverly Hills California says:
"we’re not likely to see any return from those you've
given away as a freebie". Please be good enough to
publish a retraction of your offer of a "free copy of
Disk Manager 1888 and publish our User Group’s
address as the sole source and beneficiary for
DM-1808. An apology wouldn’t hurt too!

.».] was asked several gquestions about converting
programs which had output only to the screen so that
they would output to a printer. 1 also had just done
such a conversion for the group library. The next day,
I received a copy of the newsletter of the Wichita
(Kansas) 99er’s Users Group [which] contained a program
by Paul Yorke of Florida (no credit for original
publisher given) which converted a program to use
SPEECH on the TE II. I saw that this program could
provide the solution to problems of this conversion,

My first thought was just to change SPEECH to RS
232 but some people would need to use PI0 or different
Baud rates, so | decided to allow input of the desired
output device. Also, [ eliminated restrictions on
names for the original and new programs. | added
provisions for either adding the new output device to

screen display or using the output device instead of
screen display.

You should use the RESEGUENCE or RES command on
your program befere running this program because some
lines must be inserted between lines of the original
program. The inserted )ines are numbered 5 higher than
the line from which they are derived. Therefore,
resequencing is not necessary if the gap between lines
is always more than 5.

1 your copy of the original program is exactly
the same as the old copy saved with the MERGE command,
you may then speed up final recovery of the program
by using "0LD and OLD PROGRAM NAME", then °MERGE and
NEW FILE NeME".

You‘re still able to enjoy many features
without a Myarc manager and controller -
that‘s important because CorComp’s Mgr./
controller will not recognize the Myarc
card!

OLD, RUN and SAVE a RAMDick program
under either "RD" or the emulated disk
drive number (Tl recognizes 3, Corcomp 4
and Myarc 3 drives as being available),
but the Corcomp Manager will not copy to
or from the RAMDisk. It ignores it.

Ottawa’s UG earned a quick Freeware
donation in this case because the DM1@68
works like a charm; formatting, copying,
etc. A surprise; the TI Disk Manager 2
can also be used for that purpose if you
saved it when you replaced your TI’s 32K
Expanded Memory card.

There are some Call Load commands
in programs which will not run from the
RAMDisk with CorComp’s controller. That
can be annoying, because some very handy
programs including DM1668 and TI-Writer
with XB loader would be neat on RAMDiskK.

For that reason, even if you tried
loading Myarc’s DM III (only sold with
the Myarc controller card) into RAMDisk,
you’d be stymied trying to use certain
key features; formatting, cloning, Load-
and~Run of assembly language files, some
disk tests, and copying/moving Call Load
files. Lou Phillips attributes this to
CorComp’s "non-standard" addressing. Of

course, they developed separate product
lines, but it’s a pity. Myarc’s manager
is the fastest available, and on RAMDisk
you really can’t beat it.

You DON‘T have to lose all your new
memory when you go to bed each night. If
you have 512K, partitioned into 466K for
the RAMDick, 86K for a printer buffer or
spoolier, and 32K reserved for Tl‘s area
of Expansion Memory, you have more than
a full DS/DD disk - in fact, almost 1480
sectors on RAMDisk alone. You‘re limited
(sic) to that only because the processor
in a 99/74A can’t exceed 488K in RAMDicsk.

U.S. General Hardware stores, found
in Conn., NY, NJ, PA, Del., Md., and Va.
have on sale a "Heavy Duty S@6mA (Milli-
Amphere) AC/DC Adaptor", which will let
Myarc RAMDisk owners keep the card - and
thus memory - charged even when a P-Box
and other system parts are turned off.

Plug adaptor into a regular socket,
then insert the smallest of 4 spokes on
the other end into the receptacle in the
back of the RAMDisk card; insert upward.
Set the adaptor polarity switch to + and
the voltage setting to 9. You’ll want to
have a backup copydisk handy, but power-
up time will be a snap henceforth.

You also might try a little maskKing
tape over the other 3 spoke ends, so no
unwanted contact disturbs things.
