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CORE COMP PERIPHERALS: ARE THEY AIN'T THEY-WILL THEY 11014'T THEY? 

Although I am a professional magician, it does not give me an edge when it comes 
to predicting what Core Comp is really doing! I think that they are a well intentioned 
company, but seem to have some loose lips when it comes to reliable release dates. I 
know that they have experienced an upper management shakeup, for what ever reason, and 
that more trustworthy release information is promised in the future. 

I contacted Core Comp to clarify details on their nurposedl new hardware products 
and was connected to an individual that I shall leave nameless. It seems that I 
could not say anything right to this person, as every question that I uttered was 
given a brusk and sarcastic response. Once I realized that I was an idiot, the conver-
sation improved! I finally told the spokesperson that I had not called long distance 
to listen to someone bad mouth me and take their hostility and general nastyness out 
on my ears. Maybe this person was having a had day and maybe it was just their typical 
way of handling phone calls. What ever the reason may be, such attitudes do not 
serve to entice prospective customers into purchasing your Products. Here is where I 
can say quite flatly that the TI Consumer Relations persons are always polite, respectful, 
and courteous. They may feel like telling you to go kiss a moose, but they wait until 
after the call is disconnected to say it aloud! 

When the smoke cleared and the dust settled between Michigan and. California, I 
did manage to get a few answers. Core Comp plans to release their peripheral package 
on March 15, 1984. This package consists of the following items: Peripheral Expansion 
Cabinet, Disk Controller Card-double side double density, Memory Expansion Card- 
32K, and R3/232 Interface Card. Notice that no disk drive is supplied! These are 
available from other third party sources; MPI, Shugart, etc. Your user price for this 
package is $415 plus shipping charges. I do not know at this time if the peripheral 
cabinet has space allowed for an internal drive or not, so I am going to give you 
Prices for drives both ways. The MPI 52S double side-double density drive is $225 for 
internal use. If it must be used externally you need an optional power case and 
ribbon connector cable. The price for the power case is $58.50 and the ribbon cable 
is $25. This amounts to $640 one way and 723.50 the other. 

Now before you start screaming that it costs too much, think about something. The 
drive I priced is a double side-double density unit, and the TI internal or external 
drive was a single side-single density unit. The same hardware from TI at the most 
recent prices would have been $866 The TI external drive alone is a $ 499 .95 item at 
retail! So it isn't a bad buy at all, especially when one considers that no one else 
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is presently manufacturing peripherals for TI! 
The individual prices on the Core Comp cards have also changed. The new user 

cost for the Memory Expansion Card has dropped to $98 and the cost for the RS/232 
Interface Card has increased to $86. Don't reach for your ink pen to write me a nasty 
letter, as I had nothing to do with it! It was Core Comp who raised the prices on 
their end, so tell them off and leave me alone. 

I have nothing worth printing to report on the much honked about Core Comp 
99/64 Phoenix computer. Maybe it will come out and maybe it will just croak quietly! 
I am not personally conviced that there is a market for it any longer. The supply of 
TI modular software is evaporating rapidly and in a few short weeks it will have all 
but become extinct. I have not seen any earth moving effort on the part of third party 
sources in the areas of diskette and cassette based software either. Perhaps the era 
of the low cost home computer has passed, and maybe we will all be better off because 
of it. When one looks at the growing list of casualities in the industry it becomes 
rather obvious that something is going on. Most recently Timex added their name to 
the list of farewells. The TI 99/4A was one of the best computers ever manufactured-
even allowing for its cuirks and speed in basic-and it won't be easy to duplicate. I 
also know that anyone who tries to manufacture a similar computer is going to have to 
sell it for many more dollars than TI did, or grow poverty stricken from loss of revenue. 
I am not convinced that the public is willing to pay $300 for a comnuter that is similar 
to one that sold for as low as $50. Maybe I am spinning my tires in the mud, but I 
am going to have to be convinced otherwise.

THE SST COMPILER THAT DOESN'T COMPILE! 

I had the misfortune to purchase this product from SST Software in Wisconsin at 
a cost of $50 plus $3 for shipping. It was advertised as a basic compiler for TI, 
but it is more than that. I had no success what so ever in getting this software 
package to operate!!! I sent my copy to a long standing programmer and asked him to 
look it over and give me his opinion. After all, it was possible that i was doing 
something wrong that he might catch. He too had no success in getting this program 
to operate. Do not buy this program!!! It is a waste of good money for poorly done 
software that does not work. 

Here is what I attempted to do. I wrote a childi_shly simple bench mark using a 
loop from one to one hundred and printed my name. This we planned to time with a stop 
watch and compare the speed against normal basic. Supposedly the compiler converted 
the language to assembler code. I used their 'editor" to write the program and followed 
their instructions to the letter of the law. I got an error every time I tried to 
compile the program. 

I also noted with disgust, that the compiler could not handle sprite graphics, 
a VCHAR statement, string variables, or sound! What good is it? No Good! Dave your 
money friends and avoid this niece of ill done software. 

THE BEST OF THE 99'ER? 

I received a complimentary copy of a new publication known as the Best Of The 
99'Er from Emerald Valley Publishing Co. It retails for $19.95 and is not a bad buy. 
It contains selected articles and programs from the former "99'ER MAGAZINE" circa 
January 1982-November 1984. It contains a lot of helpful information and some very 
nice programs to key in. It is economical way to get back issues that were 
excellent! The price is right so go buy a copy if you weren't on the subscription list 
and already have all of the issues. 
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WE WENT FOR THE GOLD IN APPLE COUNTRY! 

My sixth grade daughter, Rebecca, had to enter the science fair this year. She 
decided to do an educational project using her full blown TI system, a logical choice! 
I had to shove the lousy Apple's out of my way just to find room to set up her TI 
system. The smell was awful, all of those Apples just sitting there on carts going to 
seed! Never the less, I endured the odor and hooked up the peripherals and booted the 
system up. A few curious neople nosed forward to see what I was doing in Apple country 
with this strange black and silver piece of trash. When it was all said and done, TI 
defeated every computer that was present;Apple 2E, Commodore 64, Atari 800 XL, etc. 

The project was entitled: Computer Assisted Education With Speech Interaction; Does 
It Work? I designed two programs-one with speech and one without speech-that c:ealt 
with learning the first twenty-five presidents of the United States, their dates of birth, 
and the years they served in office. Each president was presented in order and the 
subject was allowed a maximum of one hour total study time. The computer then presented 
three individual tests, a review mode, and a report print out. I used all of the 
nifty bells and whistles: music, the United States Flag graphics, colors, sound effects, 
and speech. 

The subjects tested were all memebers of the KATS program, Kearsley Academically 
Talented Students, and had a minimum in of 130. Rebecca tested seven females and seven 
males, all sixth grade students. Here are the results in brief: motivation for both 
groups was the same, attention span for the speech group was higher, learning attitude 
for the speech group was better, study time for the Bpeech group was longer, and 
final scores for the speech group were higher. Every subject, except for one, felt 
that he, or she, learned better when speech was involved. 

The avid Apple fans just stood there with their hands in their pockets and their 
noses turned upwards. The Apple 2E simply couldn't match wha the little TI 99/4A was 
doing!

It features both screen read material combined with identical 
visual text, clever vocal remarks for right or wrong answers to test questions, a 
colorful replica of the United States flag and the song "AMERICA", three test levels, 
constant display of score results, and a printed out form with score tabulation done 
with vertical columns of statistics. Elaborate? Well, somewhat! You will find this 
Apple slayer in your Program Directory update for $10. 
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MBX DCPAADEi COiIGOLE AND SOFTWARE AVAILABLE: BUT LIMITED! 

We have made special arrangements with a major distributor to obtain limited 
quanities of the fantastic Milton Bradley MBX Expander and special voice recognition 
software! This is the only source in the United States that we know of, and we were 
first in line to get this opportunity for our members. Here is what the system package 
consists of: MBX Expander Console, MBX Joystick, MBX Headset, All Star Baseball, and 
your choice of either I'm Hiding or Terry Turtles Adventures. The cost? How does 
the sum of $125 grab your wallet? Yours truly laid out $235 for the same thing! 

This is one fantastic system and the voice recognition software is nothing short 
of sensational! There are also seven other modules for the MBX-(they work on the TI 
99/4A also, but not with voice recognition)-and they are: Big Foot, Sewer Mania, 
Space Bandits, Honey Hunt, Soundtrack Trolley, Meteor Belt, and Super -Fly. Each of these 
modules is priced at $22.50. 

This windfall was totally unexpected by all of us; as both TI and 'Tilton Bradley 
denied any release. It seems that the powers that be decided to let the existing stock 
go to the public, so we got a big break! If you have been waiting for one of these 
marvelous systems, don't hesitate now! The supply is limited and is expected to vanish 
like ice in a blast furnace!!! The price is spectacular and the unit itself is mind 
blowing. I am personally very happy to see it released, even in low quanities. 

Ti PEP,IPHERALS: FOUND AT LAST! 

We also stumbled into a cache of real TI hardware, although the prices were 
still the same. Nevertheless, one pays the price when one finds the hardware now days! 
Mere is what we found and what the prices are: Peripheral Expansion Cabinet $177.50 
plus shipping, Disk Controller Card $107.50 plus shipping, Internal Disk Drive 
$175.50 plus shipping, Memory Expansion Card $107.50.

SOME EDIT SUBROUTINES: TO ERROR CAN BE FUN! 

Here are two editing routines that deal with replacing a word or phrase and editinq, 
by means of inserting a word or phrase. They are presented here in TI Basic, although 
they will operate fine in X/Basic. They show the power of, and need for, several 
statements that often times are ignored; such as, segment string and position.
