This may come under the heading of oats for a dead horse, but
here is mare on the accuracy of the Tl 99/4 as compared to the
REAL microcomputers. On page 19 of the April 1984 SCIENTIFIC
AMERICAN is an article on numbers with very large numbers of
digits. Some computer results are shown for taking the number
1.2000601 and sgquaring it 27 times. Some pocket calculators give
results with 2.961 to 8.82% error; the Apple 11 had a 26.63%
error; the IBM PC gave an answer which was 1212.06% in error. How
did the TI toy do? Run this and see.
