To enter these programs, or sake your own, type the line with no unnecessasry spaces until you hear the beep at

the end of the fifth line. Then press (FCTN 8> (REDD) and finish it. Some suggestions if you decide to write your
own:

- Use DISPLAY AT ERASE ALL instead of CALL CLEAR:: DISPLAY AT when possible.
- Always use a one-digit line nusber.

- If you want the progras to loop, use RUN instead of 60TO.
- braphics prograas, especially sprites, usually turn out the best.

- Try to reuse variables, such as A in the first exasple is used for the sprite speed and magnify to save space.

RAPID COPY

A revien of the new disk copy prograa fros Barry Boone.

All of us who have disk systems have a need for several Copy prograss. Sometises we just need to copy one or more
tiles froa one disk to another ( a disk finager prograa 1s good for that). Sosetimes we want to just update a back-up
copy of a prograss disk or data disk and there are plenty of copy prograss around, some public doaain, sose FAIRNARE,
and some copywrighted, that will do the job. But there are certain tines when you have a friend over who is raiding
your disk banks or you are over at another friend’s cosputer roos raiding his disk banks or perhaps you have just
received by UPS a rather large nusber of disks of software fros soae aail or telephone order and you want to sake a lot
of copies of whole disks to new, unforsatted disks (or used, recycled ones) in as short a tise as possible. That is
the tise when the oh so slow file-by-file copying of the disk manager is unacceptable and even the near two and
one-half sinute copy tise of sost sector copiers is saddening. That is the tise for RAPID COPY!

Prepare yourself for a new dimension in disk copying. Mot only will it format the target disk for you
(automatically in the Myarc and Corcosp versions), BUT, it then will copy the whole disk, track by track, in groups of
90 sectors, or 10 tracks. It does not satter how little or how such of the master disk is used for files, this progras

copies everything and fast' I copied a SSSD disk to an already forsatted back-up in only 32 seconds (actual copy tiee
with verification ON}, I have not seen any other copy progras do it that fast. -

The disk includes an extended basic LOAD progras that autosatically selects the right version to run with your

disk controller, be it TI, Corcomp, or Myarc. RAPID COPY can alsc be loaded with the Run Progras File option of the
Editor /Assesbler cart.

The T1 version has the option of torsatting a target disk or not, but the other two versions forsat the target
disk without asking. The option is one feature that I would prefer to see in all versions. One can waste a lot of
tise waiting for the disk to forsat when it is already formatted. Or, alternatively, I would like to see the progras
able to function like the TURBO COPY and write directly to a blank disk track by track without having to format it in

ddvance. The speed gained by the track copying technique is greatly lost by the ®have to forsat® situation with this
copyer. .

However, this progras has a disk catalog option that lets you look at what you are about to copy or what you have

just written to a copy disk; or you can check to see what is on that unsarked disk that you are about to use for making
d copy. There sight be something you want to save on there.

These features (disk catalog, fast copying, toraatting) sake this THE copy progras to use in the above sentioned

situations and sany others that you sight think of, not to sention what aight be going on at the Users Group seeting
("Let me make a copy of that right quick.®). |

This cosmercial copywrighted software is little sore cost than FRIRWARE, and at $14.95 I believe is worth the
price!
