USING THE HOME SERVICES SECTION

In this second installment of the series on CompuServe, I 
will describe some of the features of the Home Services 
Section. In this section there are many useful and 
interesting areas to look at. 

In order ,u get to the Home Services Section you must type 
60 HOM-1 at any ! prompt. There will be a short pause and 
then you will see a menu similar to the one in Figure 1. It 
may be slightly diffrent since the network is constantly 
changing and expanding in all areas. Well, now to the menu 
and what it offers for you. 

In the first area you can see News/Weather/Sports as a 
choice. In this option you get to another menu that will 
allow you to access several daily papers from around the 
country, as well as the AP Videotex News wire, and AP Sports 
Wire. These two wire services are updated hourly with the 
very latest news from all sources, both national and 
international. Also in this area you will find the 
NOAA(National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration)Weather 
Wire. In this sub-menu you are able to access any of over 
760 weather service stations around the country and in other 
foreign cities like San Juan Puerto Rico. These stations are 
identified by three letter codes for the specific 
foreciets(for example Milwaukee is identified by the three 
letters MKE), and for just a state or area forecast you can 
type the two letter postal abbreviation for the state(for 
Wisconsin you would tvoe WI). These forecasts are put out

usually 4 times daily. There are also features for other 
types of weather(sports, skiing, severe storms, etc.) that 
could prove to be useful if you are travelling or going to be 
skiing. 

The second section is called the Reference Library, and it 
contains an on-line encyclopedia where you can look up anyone 
of over 15,000 separate articles. This section is constantly 

changing, so no procedure can be given. 	There are however 
numerous help menus that can be gotten in most parts of the 
CIS network just by typing H at any ! prompt. 

The third section of CompuServe, Communications, contains 
the EasyPlex electronic mail system which has just been in 
use since January 22. It replaces the old EMAIL system. In 
EasyPlex, you can send mail to anyone as long as you know 
their user ID number. As an added feature for those of us 
with poor memories,(or that loose those inportant little 
scraps of paper) the EasyPlex system has an Address-book 
feature where you can store the names and ID numbers of the 
people you most frequently write to. Also in this section is 
the famous CIS CB Network. On this network, you can carry on 
real time conversations by typing back and forth with others 
on the system all over the country(just like chatting with a 
SYSOP on one of the local boards), In the CB section you can 
pick your own handle, and also one of over 40 channels on 
either  CB Band A or CB Band B. 

The fourth section, Home Shopping/Banking, is the area 
where you can conduct on-line shopping through any one of 
over 260 diffrent stores including Sears, Penny's, 
Waldenbooks, B. Dalton Books, numerous computer software 
dealers, record companies for your favorite record lables, 
and hundreds of other stores. Also here you can do 
electronic banking if you belong to some of the larger banks 
in the country. That list is currently being updated so 
there is no current information.

The fifth section, the Discussion Forums section is an 
area that offers the users of CIS a' place to discuss their 
interests or hobbies with others. In it you can find areas 
ofdiscussion and debate ranging from Cooking to Politics. 
Currently there are over at discussion topics available, so 
there should be nop trouble finding one or more that suit 
your interests or hobbies. 

The sixth section, Games, is just what it appears to be, 
numerous on-line games such as an interactive game played 
with others on-line. One of the most popular is called 
Mega-Wars-III, Also here are the entire Scott Adams 
adventure series, and many others. Also there are on-line 
chess games both against another player or the computer. 
Role-playing games are also popular and constantly being 
added to the section. 

Section number seven, Education, is an area where you can 
look up infomation in 6rolier's Academic American 
Encyclopedia, or take the College Board Exam. You can also 
use interactive programs like a personality analysis or 
biorythm program in the Multiple Choice  area. There are also

sections there for deaf users, and a section to use the PILOT 
language to write simple programs for education. 

In the eigth section, Home Management, you are able to 
many things that are useful to people who own homes, or just 
those in need of simple but useful finance oriented programs. 
Here you can find a loan amortization program, a net worth 
program, or a checkbook balancing program. Also there is the 
IDS Financial Service, newly on-line as of January 22, 1985, 

The ninth section is of interest to all those who travel, 
either around the country or just around the Midwest. Here 
you can find on-line air schedules for all major carriers, 
State Department travle advisories for those travelling 
abroad, a unique section that allows you to 
make your own reservations  at many hotels or even get the 
best price on airfares and make  the reservatizi  immediately.

The last section, Entertainment, gives you the latest 
Hollywood news, movie reviews, or video tape information.
