Not only has 
summer done me in but all my staff has been done in too. 
That's ok. I have been 'terribley' busy with the BBS. A lot 
of hours has gone into that. It is now working very well. 
Actually better than very well. Any errors that do show up 
are because I'm constantly making changes and updates to it. 
I can't leave well enough alone. It is now up to 94 sectors!

Let's see. 	It will Rost messages with editing 
capability now. You can naturally (R)ead messaces or only 
the (T)ities or do a (S)earch. You may also change your 
screen color (C)hat with SYSOP (SYStem Operator) and send 
message=_ to other users.

You may also (D)eliver a 'private' Message to SYSOP. It Just 
grows and grows. If you don't have a modem you should think 
about it. If you don't have an R5232 then the CorComp line 
is exactly what you're looking for. You car get the basic 
MicroExpansion System with only the RS232 and expand to the 
32k memory and the DSDD disk controller at a later date. 
Don't goof up by not expanding. The question was asked if 
the new (if ever to be released) computer by CorComp will 
accept all the devices CorComp now has out. Well CorComp 
what's the answer?? I do beleive that most of everything will 
plug in as it does on our present 99/4A's. The only 
difference is that software on the Dr-Comp computer may or 
may not be DOWNWARD compatible. UPWARD compatibility is no 
problem. 

So what's been happening you say? As I've said, I've 
beer, hybernating BUT I've been collecting lots of names anc 
address of different places to get this that and tne other 
third. The Group has received a few interesting items. One 
is a TI-WRITER upgrade that does away with that irritating 
form feed and in addition provides true lower case letters. 
The other is a MULTIPLAN update. It provides for faster 
operation plus a 'repeat' function for the cursor. Lastly is 
the TI-FORTH assembly language source code. This comes on 
TWO diskettes. We are also acquiring the TI-FORTH DEMO disk.
