Knight has provided yet another superb
book for g€ TI owners.

This is a great book for the novice
who has gone beyond the manual. It is

This book could easily be renamed
RASIC TRICKS FOR THE T1~-9%/4A, except
that it is already a title for another
S5AMS book we®ll be reviewing in the
tuture.

Meanwhile, back at the console - the

Well, you’ve created a "guess the
number" game and you’ve tried a graphic
"stick figure dancing across the screen
ard you’ve had youwr name scroll up the
screen two million times and you’ve put
together five successive musical notes.

This book, however, lets you move
into the big time (not BIG TIME or even
Eig Time).

change characters; and more) and does 1t
well.

The end result is a complled =zet of
skills that lets you apply the learned
itnformation readily Lo numerous
situation®, (Do you remember the first
time vou changed the screen color on a
simple program you wrote? Remember how
proud yvou felt? How edcited?y These
programs let you re-experience that kind
of pride and excitement at a little more
advanced level.)

Constantly I found myself saving,
"Oh, neato. Now I get it."

Thie is a good book {(and better
combo pack). And it has a bit more than
other similar books. It has an appendix
that lists the color codes, the ASCII
codes, the character sets and codes, the
pattern identifier coversion, and a very
comprehensive list of musical
freguencles.

If this book is near yvour computer,
you® 1l never need to rifle through
manuals looking for quick references
again. (As a matter of fact, quick
reference guides containing these pieces
of information sell for $3.95 in card
form. )

The book alone is $¥9.95. The tape
igs $7.99. The combo pack — 1n a nice,
hard, book-look container — is #16.%95.
I°d recommend either the book or pack,
as the tape alone does not contain the
valuable written tutorials.

! have often read that there are nuserous mathesatical patterns in
ausic, But I only became aware of some of thee when [ started to program
susic for the 99/4A. And certainly there sust be many relationships with
which 1 am not familiar, One fascinating relationship exists between
each note of the susical scale and its successor, This relationship will
enable us to reegve some of the drudgery fros prograseing susic,

fThe susical scale is a geometric segquence whose first ters is 110
{the lowest #frequency possible on the 99/4R) and whose coson ratio is

the twelfth root of two., (2°(1/12)), This means to go up one note we
sultiply the current frequency by the twelfth root of two. Te go up two
notes aultiply by the twalfth root of two rajsed to the second power
etc. Yo go up a whole octave (12 notes) one sultiplies by {2*11/12))412
or sisply two.

Now, wouldn’t it be nice to be able to read the susic for a whoie
song into one continuous string and then read all the musical data froa
this coded string one character at a tise, Each character representing a
duration or & frequency. The first progras {in EXTENDED BASIL) )isted
below will generate a table which is much like the one you will find in
the appendix of your manual. However, the last colusn will have a
character that you can use as a code for the indicated frequency. The
cecond program demonstrates how to convert the code into ausic. When
executed the program will will play a fasiliar pariotic tune in three
nart harmony, Each note is represented by a four character segeent of
the whole string. For example the first chord is "20RN" (the first four
characters  §n  DATAY,  and the program converts it to CALL
SOUND (560,247,0,294,0, 392,0).

In the second of the prograss, line 10 sets the tempo, This is best
done by ear, experisenting to qet the best sound. Lines 20 to 50 contain
all the coded DATA which lines 110 to 130 make into one continuous
string. The frequencies for four octaves of ausic are set up and stored
{n an array in lines &0 to 100, Note that the cosputer generates all
the fraguencies and there is no nead for you to type in any frequencies.

Lines 150 to 210 converts the code four characters at a tise and then
nlays the resulting chord,

For me, however, there will always remain the long difficult process
af converting syebols on sheet music into notes to code,

30006, The part number to order
is #AVMOD, and the price i1is $10.00 + 2,50
postage and handling. Check, Mastercard, or
Visa accepted. This company alsas sells the
keyboard for the 99/44A. The price is #6.950
each or two for $11.00. They must be crazy to
se¢ll the keyboards for only $6.50 each, the
keyboard is the most expensive part of the
computer to produce! Unisource advertised
F-CODE cards for #$100.00, but forget it, they
were sold out before the ad even came out.

Now, on to the reviews. The first product,
or should 1 say line of producls, are pul outb
by a company in Natick M&. called ELECTRONIC
OFECTALISTS, Inc. These folks make interfer—
ence control products for all types of equipe-
ment, including computers. Their vast line
includes (breathe deepl: filter suppressors,
interrupters, isclators, line check monitors,

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regulators, twist prolectors; wire in line
filters, and much more! In this review, 1711
talk about two of thesep line check monitors,
and isonlators. The line check monitor is a
small (about 3 inches highd instrument that
monitors your AL power line voltage golng
into your computer. The vange is between

90 and 140 volts. The normal voltage is
arcund the 110 to 125 range. It it rises
above, or falls below this range, you should
save your program fast, and turn off your
computer, or else there might be a lockup.
I’ve seety mine go all the way to 135 in bad
storms and have ighored it, and yes, I have
lost hours of programming due to wmy stupidity.
The price of this instrument is $76.95. If
you are just a gawe or "armchair™ user of the
computer, then perhaps $76.95 is a bit steep,
but if you are a servious programmer like me,
then it is worth every penny you put into it.

The next product is even more important fo

your computer, as well as your sanily.

I am talking about the isolator. An isclator
is a metal box, ranging in size from a few
inches to a four inch by four inch box. In
this box are from one to ten power outlets,

" like those you see on a power strip. The

coutlets are specially shielded to prevent
"oower spikes" from electrical lines to reach
your computer (or t.v. or v.c.r. or stero, etod
equipment. Fower spikes usually occur during
electrical storms, when there is a large
amount of voltage bouncing back and forth.
Normally, these power spikes can destroy what
ever program is in memory at the time. If the
spike is large enough (we are talking REALLY
LARGE, folks), some of the i.¢.'s in the
computer could be fried., Some of the more
expensive isolators come with a variely of

options., Some come wilh hash filters, super

filters, maghum filters, spike suppressors,
etc.., If you want to know more about each

" individual isolator, write to the above company

for a free catalog. For me to explain each
one would probably triple the size of this
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article. The prices for isolators depend on
how many sockets you get, along with which
aptions you choose. A cheap one starts atl
about %$24.95, and they go up to as much as
$1,039.95. The one I use cost $239.95, and
I haven!’t had a problem yet! Believe me,
it does pay for itself in the long run,
