There are so many new, sa aany excellent software and textware
iteas coming out for the TI it is truly ispossible to keep up with thea
all in a monthly colusn, There are new and wonderful things froa
ASGARE and RILLER’S GRAPRICS and CORPUTE! and TIGERCHR and other old
and soae new companies (1ike GENIAL CONPUTERHARE and MIDNIGRT EXPRESS

PERLICATIONS). WNot to sention the wonderful {in the old sense of the
word) stuff put out through the Freeware and Fairware forss of

distribution.

Let’s look at products from a new cospany and from an old coapany:
KIBRIGHT EXPRESS avd TIGERCUD.

The forser has put out a book (or book/disk coabination) entitled
CRACKIRG TRE 99/4B. The book is $12.93. The combe 15 $15.99. Disk
alone is $5.93. Add one dollar for shipping. (Midpight Express

CARCKING is edited by Brian Prothro aﬁd teatures toads of
prograss and tutorials by Prothro and sany others.

The 170-page 6x9 paperback devotes the first 37 pages to tutorials
using the build-upon-a-progras-step-by-step approach: an excelient
approach. You have a fine progras at the end of the tutorials, This
section includes discussions on how to make prograss user friendly,
what structured prograsaing is, how to sake linked lists. The rest of
the book contains programs (those which appear on the disk) and very
appropriate descriptions and helps before each progras. There are
five tames (The "Seek and Find Puzzle benerator”® actually creates those
"word find® type games and is better than any other of that type [ own
- that includes Regena’s and T1’s.}; three Hoae programs {two of which
I would call utility}; two Speech prograas {one a good editor); and six
Utility prograss (two in ASSSENBLY, believe it or not!).

Sose of these 16 prograss (not counting those in the tutorial
sections) are fasiliar: Checkers, Othello, Checkbook Nanagesent,
braphics Generator, Super Catalogger. But, for the sost part, these
versions-are superior to any other versions I own or sufficiently
ditferent to be interesting.

Take *Hangman," for example. This version (XB, optional speech)
has an autosatic scoring system that gives additional points for
guessing a word before all the letters are filled in. I've never

seen that done this way before, and I really like this feature. The
progras shows which letters have been guessed, has an entrv correction
possibility, perforas automatic "rounds,” has the ability to enter
phrases, words, or short sentences, contains an automatic blank
reacval guard. And gives the player the opportunity to play against
tise {with the player chousing the interval).

Because blank spaces are allowed in phrases and sentences (with up
to 24 letters and blanks), you say devise 3 "Hangman® gase that is just
tila titles or famous authors, Excellent features in this qame. And,
although *Hangman® is far fros the best program for ME in this book,

I would have happily paid the cosho price for this version of this
gase., For the "Seek and Find Generator® I would have paid double.

'S and #° allows up to 33 words of 10 characters or less. This
lets you build just about any puzzie you want, I used it first to put
in all the names of sy fifth-grade class, They loved it, Then [
started on the nases of bones {after they had used Regena’s "Nase That
Bone® progras from the old 9%er). Then I did a Halley’s special with
all kinds of celestial teras., And so on.

The hardcopy printout is very easy to read, gives you word list and
answer key, too, like the original T1 wordfind puzzlemaker. But this
iz taster, holds more, looks better, allows you to play on streen as
well, (See the 99/4A puzzle created by this program in this issue [or
next issue if room is aot availabiel.)

COMNANDING YOUR PRIMTER

by Tony Falco

I have gone to ay sanual to find how to print cospressed characters
with one-gighth inch line feeds for what seess to me at least a thousand
times, This can be & real pain. It's such a trivial activity, and as I
scanned the susmaries, I thought why not translate the codes into
subprograss that I can CALL by namse. I could then use everyday nases like
CALL SHALL, CALL TINY, or CALL LINEFEEDSIZE.

You can ose the program to set up your printer or you can deiete the
Bain program f{lines 10 and 20) and resequence the rest to whatever line
nushers are convenient. In the second case you can use the CALLs as
cosmands to your printer in your own prograas and not have to resesber or
look up special codes. The program works on parallel printers mhich use
EPSON MYBO control codes. (BEMINI, T.I., etc.}
