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OLD TRICKS FOR NEW (and not so new) USERS .
by Joseph Cohen
Lima Ohio User Group

Thou many of us tend to ignore most of the cartridge scftware for our
computer, with the exception of TI Extended Basic and, possibly, Multiplan,
Logo II, Editor/Assembler, and TE-2 (for speech), many of the cartridges are
very enjoyable. In order to give you an excuse for searching your closets
and basements looking for those hidden modules, I'd like to point out that

many of them have undocumented features ranging from useful to i1interesting
to amusing. Here are a few examples.

Many are probably familiar with "The Secret of Personal Record Keeping:
Implementing DISPLAY AT and ACCEPT AT without Extended BASIC", published way
back in 99'er magazine and reprinted in The Best of 99%er, p. 76. Briefly,
TI BASIC with the PRK module contains the commands CALL D() and CALL A()
(similar to DISPLAY AT and ACCEPT AT). Presumably this also works with the
Statistics module, but I do not have this one and could not verify it. 1
hav. been told that this is a result of the hybrid nature of certain
modules, containing both GPL and BASIC coding. Perhaps someone knows or
could discover additional undocumentéd features of this cartridge (1 have
extra PRK modules if anybody would like to experiment with it), and possible

other cartridges which cvall console BASIC routines (E.G. Tax/Investment
Record keeping).

Next, the TI Disk Manager cartridge offers a proprietary protection
feature that does not allow the Disk Manager to copy a protected diskette.
To wuse it, press the FCTN-X key ten times while on any menu screen. You
will hear a beep (if your monitor has sound!) and >< will appear at the
center top of the screen. Any diskettes initialized at theis point will be
proprietary protected. Each time you address them using the Disk Manager
cartridge (e.g., to catalog such a diskette), a low-tone beep_will sound
(not present for unprotected diskettes), informing you that the diskette 1is
protected. The protection information is stored in sector O on the
diskette. This type of protection is ineffective against the sector disk
copiers and has been discussed in the past. I wonder of anybody knouws more
about it. The DM-1000 offers protection and un-protection of diskettes; 1is-
it the same kind as the TI Disk Mangager cartridge?

" Now to a few game cartridges. Moonmine, Alpiner, Munchman,
Munchmobile, and Hooper have a test mode, where you can select the startinc
level. So if you wanted to see what it is like to play at those levels you

could never reach, here is a good reason to plug those cartirdges into you!
99/4A!' The test mode is obrained by pressing SHIFT/8 3 8 at the game title
screen (SHIFT/8 only, for Hopper). ' and on Burgertime, pressing SHIFT/!¢
gives a message: '"code modifications by John M. Phillips’™. Have you alway:
played Parsec as a one player game? Here is something different, for a tw:
player team. If the fire buttons on both joysticks are presses
simultaneously, Spaceship Parsec will not overheat. Horizontal lines wil
appear on the screen, but they do not disturb the game and would allow, ii
fact, one to see the Bynites when they turn invisible.

This is certainly not an exhaustive list. If anybody knows about othe
"tyricks", would they please let me know? [Ed note: Mr., Cohen can be reache
at the newsletter address, P.O. Box 647, Venedocia OH 45894]. I am sur
the Adventure and Tunnels of Doom modules contain undocumented features
Please take a few moments to let others know, and enjoy your cartridges!

o7, LOUIS COMPUTER BRIDGE
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by Dick Beery

A month or so ago, Jim Peterson asked me if I would review this
program which Patrick Powell, its creator, had sent to him. I said
that I would, wondering why as I did so. It seemed obvious to me that
all that was necessary in using TIPS pictures was to go to the
appropriate file and pull out what was deemed appropriate. I was
wrong ! As I began to use this program I discovered haow many files of
TIPS pictures there are, that they lack a common index, and that
- trving to Ffind all the pictures on a given topic can be very
time—consuming. I now recommend that a number of people make use aof
this program, create files on sub; ;ects that interest them, and then
make these "homogeneous" files available to others. Two people at the
C-O.N.N.1. meeting during which 1 demonstrated this program
volunteered to do one special topic file apiece, and when mine 1is
caompleted, we will place the results of all three in the C.0O0.N.N.1,

disk library. HMaybe we will also place them on our Clearinghouse BRS,
s0 that others across the country can have access to them.

The program itself, Tips Manipulator version 2.1, comes with over
seven pages of documentation, but it is quite easy to use. I suggest
a careful reading of the docs before beginning to use the program,
then the use of the Sequence of Events (Docs, page 7). Tips
Manipulator i1s a modified version of Ed Johnson’s TIPSZFPF program
(Jan. 1991) that has also been modified by Ed’s co-author Bob FKaat.
This latest version, 2.1, allows renaming of pictures, forcing of
uppercase, and has been prescanned to increase speed of gperation. It

is written in Extended Basic, and comes with a modified version of
Irwin Hott’s Load program.

Once you have loaded the program, you will be permitted to change
the screen background colors to your choice. Also. you then remove
the program disk and insert your TIPS +file disk. As 1 have two
drives, I place the disk that is to receive my newly-created file in
drive two. 1If you have only one drive, you will need to make sure
your original TIPS file disk has enough room to receive the new flile
as well, as the program does not yet support the changing of disks.
(Maybe a later version will!). The printer parameter menu permits you
to change your printer designation to PI0O, RS232 or whatever.

The main menu offers the following choices: manipulate files, sort

file, print file, catalog a disk, rename pictures, reset
color/printer, and exit.

I found, that since picture names do not always reveal the
complete nature of the picture, that it worked best for me to skim the
pages of pictures I have printed out and saved in a looseleaf
notebook, j;ot the name of the file (e.g.GRCD.TXT) and the names of the
pictures wanted and then move to the Tips Manipulator (hereafter
referred to as TM) program. Since the operation of the TM requires
that you use the picture™s number within the file, ] +4ound 1t
indispensable first to use the Print File option to print out each of
the TIPS picture files I planned to use. This gives vyou a printout
with the picture number and name but no graphic printout. You can
thus circle the numbers you want and use these sheets as a quide when

accessing the Manipulator function. NEXT PABE
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The Manipulator function offers the possibility of printing files,
but since you have already done this, select "N". You will then be
asked for the drivenumber and filename of the source file (e.q.
GBMAZ.TXT) and the same for the new file you are creating. While vyou
can input up to seven characters for the source file, the program
warks well with a four—character input (e.g. GMAZ). You are limited
tao four characters in vyour ocutput (new) file. Since my file deals
with computer—-related items, I named it COMP. The program adds the
necessary «TXT and . XXX extenders.

Once vyou select picture numbers to be manipulated (transferred to
the new file), you will be asked for the picture numbers they will
have in the new file. The easiest way is to accept the default
numbers at the bottom of the screen, and when you have your new File
all or partially completed, use the Sort function to arrange them in
alphabetical sequence, if this is desired. When vyour new Ffile 1is
complete, vyou may wuse it in the same ways you use your present TIPS
pilicture files,

As soon as you have completed and sorted your new file, I suggest
that vyou use the TM program to print the new file (numbers and names,
remember?), and then move to one aof your TIPS companion programs to
print out the actual graphics, the same as for vyaur ather,
heterogeneous, TIPS picture files.

When. you print the file in the TM print function, vyou may find
that not all picture names will print, the problem being that some
came over from the other type of computer in lower case. The Rename
FPictures function oaf TM will redo these in upper case, and yau <can
then print ocut the entire file correctly.

I found the program to be very user—friendly and had only minor
problems with it, and those 1 expect to eliminate when I have time to
practice with it more in depth. I highly recommend i1t, and think that
you will 4ind a little time spent in organizing your TIPS pictures
1nto homageneous files will save vou much time and +frustration when
you have a quick project to execute and little time in which to do 1t.

The program is released as Disk Ware, and the author states that "
I do not grant any company or person other than Jim Peterson/Tigercub
Software Yo charge any copving +fee Ffor this proagram-..." In other
words, you can give it away, but don’t sell it! He also asks that
those who use the program send a note, or a copy of the club’s
newsletter, or a disk from the club’s library (or why not a disk <from
yoaur personal collection™?) to him.

My friend was retyping the history of a scaled model of our
community's original prairie home on wy T! using Funnelweb,
Imagine our shock when she received a message: Text Buffer Full.

I tried the fancy part on file Pat/E and
successfully merged the end in the beginning. Good, there is haope,.

Next, 1 stripped the two files of all codes except the dot
command to center the title .CEZ2. Then I put all the dot commands
in a file I called PAT/EF. 1t looked like this:

It worked! Onlily one thing remained, how to match it perfectly
as I was one line off. I had left a line at the end of one file
and at the beginnlng of the next. Once it was removed, it was
perfectly merged and all the pages sequentially numbered as if it
were truly one file. I had never used the .HE %, but while I was
looking for answers came across it and decided I may as well leaxn
all I can so the paper is not educationally wasted. It was neat to

see every thing so cleanly merged and pages numbered seguentially,
treating 1t all the same,

I thought there must be greenhorns like myself who would take

courage in knowing we can produce work that looks like we know what
we are doling.
