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This ronth we’ll finish up our discussion/tutorial on the
Navarone Data Base Management Sustem and how you can get
the most out of it for your money.

If you had intended to create a subfile rather than
sorting the file, the only thing different that would have
been required was an entry in the STRING prompt and the
entry of an £ or an N in the paraneters prompt.

To create a subfile, you nust enter a search parameter in
the STRING variable that will be found in the field that
is being scried on. For example, assune that you wished
to create a subfile of all records that contained the
phrase REVIEW-HARDUWARE in the TVPE field. TYPE is the
second field in the file so you would enter € as the sort
selection field and then 31 and 22 as the beginning field
position and LENGTH of the sort field, You would enter
the phrase REVIEN-HRROWARE in the STRING prompt and then
an £ at the E/N proapt to tell the sort progran that it is
to sort only those records that are EQUAL 1o
REVIEW-HARDWARE in the TYPE field.

The resulting file would then need to be RUN through the
SETUP progran to generate s SETUP file as per the
instructions in the SORTING DARTR paragraphs abave,

The LAST LINE... prompts are sonevhat confusing to the
new user. What they allow is control over header
inclusion in the report and spacing between lines printed
on the report. Thus, if you entered a zero at the ...PRGE
HEROER prompt the field names uguld not appear in the
report. If you entered 83 at the ...RECORD FORM pronpt
gach record would have one blanK space printed betueen 1t
and the last record.

The Navarone report generation system alsc supports other
advanced features besides the cut and paste layout
capabilities. fmong the neatest are the ability to  inbed
printer control oodes in a report definiticn and the
ability to define break fields that, vhen coupled with the
detail suppression option, can count the nunber of
occurrences of a break field in the file, Consult the
systen manual for nore detail on these options. .

HORIZON RAM DISK:

The Horizen Ram [isK nay be used both as a program disK
and/or as a data file storage disk, If it is to be used
as a progran disk, you must configure [t as OSK1. OBNS
treats it exactly as it does & mechanical floppy.
