The seeting of July 7 was opened by treshly-vacationed
Pres. Provance, who brought news of the TI compatable
‘beneve.” This new computer is on a card which fits in the
PE box, and uses an AT-style keyboard. It has 512K and can
use Myarc aemory expansion up to 1.5 amegabytes of CPU
semory! The Geneve supports REB in 80 columns, and is
coepatable with old TI and Myarc cards. Owners of
full-blown systeas will appreciate being able to up-grade
without having to totally toss out their old systee.

Curtis talked about Funlwriter, the eulti-function
progras from Australia, As well as providing TI-Nriter
tunctions, this disk contains the equivalent of functions 3
and 5 of the Editor/Asseabler aodule, Disk-0, a Forth boat,
and has three spaces left on the senu for the user to add
BASIC or X-B programs. Curtis inforaed the group that the
author had requested that the club collect the “freewire”
donations froa meabers using this disk, and the club will
forward the monay to Australia in international currency.

Curtis also discussed BA-Writer, another “TI-Writer®
prograe, which he recoesends for use when strictly
word-processing functions ars desirad. Again, subeit
donations to the club for forwarding to Italy to support
this fine programs. ’

days when word processing and other data amanagesent
software cost as such as $100 and was not nearly so refined
or versatile as what is now availahle for a #raction of the
tost.

CONVERT B TO 28 COLUMNS

I realized that I have to put BASIC and Extended
BASIC programs in our newsletter to keep most of you
happy. With that in aind, I wanted to print thea in a
28 colusn format similar to the format you will be
entering thes into your computer. The 2B coluan
listing is a must for checking your typing errors,

The najor hassle with a conversion of this type is
what do you do with a line that is over B8 columns
long? It wraps around to the next line when you
LIST *DSK1.SPYSDEMISE® and you have to check for these
things, 1 did this by inputting a line and checking 1f
it were BA columns long., If it were, 1 would 1look at
the next line. Any progra line in a listing has at
least one rusber followed by a space. Therefore, I cut
oft the first word by finding the first space and
taking all characters before it. 1 then checked to see
1+ this word were a number by taking VAL and branching
on error. [ can’t think of any other time you would
see a nuaber and space except in 2 string. Since I
wanted 2 really simple program, 1 decided that the
thante of a string with a pusber-space falling write in
that spot was slia. Besides, ! wrote this program in
two wminutes - no bells and whistles! 1 used this
LISTER prograa to generate its own listing as well as
that of 5PY’5 DEMISE. Any enhancesents will be greatly
appreciated.

By the way, there was a converter progras 1n a
recent  issue  of MICROpendium which comverted 33
listings back into MERBEable files. This short routine
has been added to that as well to enhance it. 1 will
publish that next month.
