ON THE BLUE HORIZON
By Henry Hein

I K4TE those pull down menus of
word processors made for IBMs only
because there are so many of thea in
each of them, On the other hand, they
aust be learned so that they need not be
all called up for special key comeands.
Despite all the study needed to operate
these WPs it may be worth it only for a
writer who has large volumes of data to
store in a single file. This is why the
TI should be adequate for the average
person’s need, since large files are
nearly an impossibility, except for
TINs ,IF commands making large capable
of being broken up into smaller files of
18 pages each of double spaced Pica and
79  colusn (letter formatted with
margins} lines. The advantage of TI's
transliterate .TL commands, and .IFs,
sinplify word processing technigques.

The file storing the first three
pages of this NL edition was stored in
my systes as ONE file, believe it or
not, totaling 552 lines of 48 column
lines (formatted to disk) taking up 82
sectors, alpost near the MEMORY FULL
notice that would appear if I continued
writing. If I had reached that state on
the TI all I need to do is eliainate my
last line entered, type  in JIF
DSK#.nextfilel, etc., and continue on Ry
RETTY Way.

I wish there were a TIN made for
IBN!

IBM WPs often allow things like
this, too, but, of course, with auch
larger files, But also, alaost NO WP
can run with 3 seasly 256K IBM/Clone to
produce as amuch voluse as our little
"beastie’ with 48K since their WPs use
up so much memory. 646K is almost a
sust for most desktop publishing, and
large WP files, My only regret with the
TI 15 the time it takes to save and
recall large WP files, Otherwise it
would serve me well if I didn’t have to
write NLs, essays for myselt and others,
and writing formal documents such as
masters theses, and other professional
docusents, TI can doa lot of things
now with the enhancements offered by
aftermarket hardware and  software
supporters, Since the prices of these
would have cost me mpre than the price
ot ay IBM clone, T chose not to venture
any further than getting DS disk drives,
This was a good tradenff because the
extra drives can be switched between the

two systems in emergencies.

I have not given up sy TI, however.
It still does anst of ay work,

Now that ay clone is here,
look at the best of both worlds.

Looking at some reviews of programs
made for IBM types we can find a lot of
criticisms {from TI owners writing in
their NLs about the IBM programs they’ve
encountered, they seem to agree with se.
One review of PABEMAKER (a DTP) said the
program is so coaplicated and EXPENSIVE,
that it does take a long time to learn
well. The same for the other expensive
programs in this line. Last amonth, 1
wrote of PC-WRITE, a very good WP for
its money (registered copy, of course)
is as good, if not more than WP’s more
than twice its cost. Also, DTPs under
$186 are available that are as good, if
not better than, DTPs selling for 4366
to $586+. And easier to use and learn,
besides.

Last month | referred to a piece of
shareware called CITYDESK., It’s a WP
utility to coluanize texts of many WP’'s
textfiles. Trying it out 1 discovered
it can only do TWD coluens/page of
either 48, &8, or 84 coluen lines, It
is supposed to let you edit your WP
textfile you want printed out to allow
for enhancesents of special fonts and
including graphics. The distribution
disk wouldn’t work on its own .DOC file,
nor allow for the EDIT mode. Besides,
one aust purchase two enhancement
programs (one for $188) to include
graphics for THIS program, The heck
with THIS! I don’t think I'11 pay for a
registered copy of THIS.

FONTASY and Pfs FIRST PUBLISHER do a
better job and both can be purchased
separately by mail order outlets for a
total less than $108, Besides, there
are sany inexpensive shareware prograss
that will convert graphics (picture)
files to be used by other programs such
as  NEWSROOM PRO,  PRINTMASTER, and
PRINTSHOP, and others. FONTASY and FP,
above, can also be used as WPs, besides
DTPs. Slower printouts, however, but
with good graphic definition!

Even before I got sy clone I had a
sizable collection of shareware disks
that I’a getting around to evaluate.
I’ve already done two evaluations for
you and just touched upon others.

There are many out there I can tell
you to ignore. One is called 747
JETSIMULATOR, or something like that.
It has incorrect coamand listings,
unreasonable key cosmands, and poor

I can
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documentation, O0f two CHESS programs
with the same name, the 3D version is
best, not that it’s 3D, but it thinks
faster when you try a higher level game
AND you can force your opponent, if it
is the computer itself, to aake its
ROVE.

MONOPOLY, @ shareware gase, is
excellent! Playing against the coaputer
is boring and you have the tesptation to
cheat, It’s hard to do this, though,
with a living HUNAN opponent who knows
the rules. A set of TV type quiz game
shows are also on shareware disks.

There are several puzzle makers (I
like word games and puzzles) I hope to
look into spon for evaluation,

generally speaking of gamses, I's not
a gameplayer nor ’adventurer’ in this
area. [ do indulge in a few from tise
to tiae, but I don’t spend more than an
hour/week, I READ a lot for ay
adventures, I find a greater duty to
ayself to be well informed about news
and world events, their significancels)
and impact on wme, wy family, my
corsunity, and country. It seems to me
to be an end in itself. 1 enjoy reality
more and I feel a part of it, and often
play a part in it. Vigilance is the
cornerstone of good governaent, said our
forefathers, I apply it too, to gaining
wisdor and understanding.

Tax preparation programs,
spreadsheets, financial planners, etc.,
are not in ay expertise. There are
many'! Some have been raved about by
reviewers all over, such as SPREADSHEET,
AS-EASY-AS, PC-ACCOUNTANT, PC-CALC, (all
shareware) and others, as well as many
business, household, and inventory,
databases and utilities.

My shareware distribution disk of
the PRINTMASTER clone, which esulates
PRINTMASTER and PRINTSHOP well does not,
for some reason, allow me to call up the
Picture Editor, to enable me to draw my
own pics and fonts, Maybe I got a
defective disk? I doubt it. Even when !
separate the EDIT programs, as per
instructions, on to a separate disk, !
get a reading of FILE NOT ON DISK, It
will run, however, by itself, Mystery!!

I hope to catalog ay shareware disks
of IBM programs for this coluan soon and
maybe even try to write the next NL with
ay clone. Not that I’m anxious, but for
putting FONTASY or FP to work for the
first tiame. Well, one of these days,
anyway!

Entering this IBM world is exciting
to me. New ventures, new gains!

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The Vord Counter

Dr. Roy T. Tamashiro
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Many people feel 30 900d about thelr writing when they learn to use a word processor, they b;slluva
thelr writing deserves to be published. And they are often right. Some of thelr writing does dessrve to
be published. Are you one of these hopeful writers? If so, you have probably searched through ths

publication guldelines of perlodicals or Journals, and run across & statement lke, *We invite writers to
submit unsolicited maruserlpts.®

Your fantasy goes wild. *Unsollcited could mean me. Thls might be & chance for someone to dlscover
that I’m the next Ernest Hemingway.”

You read on: *The manuscript length should be 8,000-50,000 words.® You're puzzled. You ask yourself,
2How mruch 1s 8,000 or 10,000 words?® You search your memory. You remember that your high school
English teacher mentioned some sart of formula for estimating how many words there wers on a typed,
double-spaced page. But you can’t remember the formula, Was It 300 words per page, or 250, or 600?

The program listed below, THE WORD COUNTER, will count the sxact number of words In a Tl-Writer
gocument, or Other documents saved In the *Display/Varladle 80° format. To get & word count of a
manuscript, type the program using Extended BASIC and save it. When you RUN the program, you must
inglcate whether you are working wich a8 Tl=Writer document or another D/V 80 document.

WRITER TIPS

Ne are all aware of the frequently used Tl Writer Command
Codes, but here are a few nice ones that are often
overlooked.

CONTRDL K - Deletes all text to the right of the cursor on
the line, including the character under the cursor. Just
think of *Kick it off"!

CONTROL V - Moves the cursor to the beginrning of the line
on which it is located. “"Veer left"!

PRINT LINE #’s DN TEXT - sosetimes while sditing it is
nice to see your line nusber on the sheet you are
proofing.  Belect PrintF Comsand. T,pe L and space once.
Thentype the devicenase. Exasple - L P10. MOTE: Maxisus
line length is 74 characters per line, unless you are
printing in Elite, any characters in colusns 75-B0 are not
printed.

CANCELLING PRINTING - This is often forgotten, You can
cease printing in the EDITOR and the FORRATTER sisply by
pressing FCIN 4 while it is printing. This will return
you to the COMMAND-ESCAPE location in the EDITOR or the
TITLE scrsen for the FORMATTER.

PRINTING A PARTIAL FILE - On occasion a cosplete fila is
wot wanted, only a saall section needs to be printad. To
o0 this, sisply select the PrintF Cossand. Print the line
ausber of the first line to be printed, spacs once, the
line nusber of the last Iine to be printed, space once,
and the printer devicenase. Exasple - 25 58 PI0 -~ will
print lines 25 though 5B only to the printer. This is
another case where printing with line numbers comes in
handy.
