URBAN DEVELOPEMENT

You usually start a program with CALL CLEAR, don't you? 
It's also a good idea to include this CALL CHAR statement 
at the beginning of a program: 

CALL CHAR(71,"007C84809E84847A") 

The upper case letter G is often confused with the number 
6. At least many of my students (adults,too) have mistaken 
the G for a 6. The above design will eliminate that con-
fusion. If you want to have a third G, then CALL CHAR(135, 

"007C84809E84847A") and press CTRL and key G and that will 
print the new designed letter G, even in the immediate 
mode. Using ASCII code 135, you can have 3 G's. You can 
even design a whole new set of letters with codes 129 
thru 154 without disturbing your existing upper and lower 
case alphabet. Remember to type them with CTRL pressed.

I have recently discovered a function that can be very useful when you are searching 
data files for information. 

The PCS function returns the first occurance of string 2 in string 1. If there is no 
occurance, the function returns 0 (zero). Here is an example program to demonstrate one 
way to use this function: 
100 INPUT "ENTER SEARCH WORD OR NUMBER":X$

In this program, line 130 searches for an occurance of X$ in A$. If no occurance is found, 
the function returns zero and sends the program back to line 110. If there is an occurance 
then line 140 prints the data statement. Notice that the search word as long or as short 
as you want. 

If you want to search for the first word or letter in a data statement, instead of search-
ing for an occurance of a word or letter, you can modify the program by changing line 130 
to: 130 IF POS(A$,X$,1)<1 THEN 110

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There are many, many unique and versatile things that can be done with the TI99/4A 
which many members are not even aware of yet (myself included) and as we discover new 
things, may want to share them 	That's what a USERS GROUP is all about. I belong 
to the International Users Group (the largest in existence) and they have hundreds of 
software programs of all kinds for only $3.00 each. You are welcome to peruse through 
my IUG library catalog - just call 648-3928. The minimum order is 4 programs. If you 
wish to put a program you have written into the IUG library, you may get 4  free in ex-
change. If you only wanted one program, some others may want to order only one, too. 
An order could be combined and then the cassette or diskette could be shared. They put 
all 4 programs (or however many you order) on the one storage device. If someone did 
not have a disk system, we could order the programs on cassette, then transfer them to 
disk upon receiving it. It probably would be better to order them on diskette, since I 
have had a lot of trouble loading cassette-saved programs. We could then down-load them 
to cassette, using your cassette. The problem seems to be in loading a cassette from a 
recorder different  than the one on which it was saved. I have 4 IUG programs which I 
have never been able to load and an going to exchange them for diskettes, now that I have 
a disk drive. I'm sure the membership would appreciate knowing about your experiences in 
successful programming. There are things other than what has been listed here, like Split 
Keyboard application, File handling, Expressions (logical, relational) Logical AND/ORs 
and all that stuff. What does it all mean? What's it used for? Stack overflow, string 
truncation, recursive subprogram call, option base error! Gosh! is there no end to it!?
