This month I am continuing with the topic of
CASSETTE - TIPS - TRICKS - AND TIDBITS... as I try to
pass along more of vhat I’ve learned the hard vay...
and vhat 1've learned from my fellow T.I. Friends.

In kezping with the spirit of learning from ones own
mistakes... I would highly recommend using the
folloving guidelines - vhen you are working with your
cassette system.

When saving your programs onto a cassette - you
should get into the habit of recording them onto a
counter reading vhich ends in a zero. This may sound
like 'an wmecessary procedure to follew at first - but
let me assure you that it is a very good habit to get
mto - oz it avtu:nly serves two useful purposes.

ot Doowiilade it Ll encier to lowate a
program on your cassette tape - as you are vatching the
counter reading speed by — and Second... (and far more
important) it will allow you .some additional blank
space between your programs. That way you can make
changes on a program - and then save it back onto your
cassette - at the same tape location as the original
vas located - without accidentally writing over the
first:part of the felloving pvrnan - or the ending of
the mccedmg progran! Belicve me... I lcalmd thlo

extra room [0 vork with - ,ou run a very hlg:,n risk of
overwriting your programs vhen you try to save them
bacl. over your originals!

If you have a cassette tape that you wish to keep
permanently ~ and are afraid that you may accidentally
record-over it —you can break out the left rear tab of
the side of the cassette that you want to save - or you

If however -~ you decide at a later time that

-Following this procedure will

its tabs broken out - all is not lost. A piece of
cellophane tape placed over the tab opening - will.

One of the most mportant things that I have learned
cbout cassette tapes is that if you don’t keep up wvith
them — you start to collect a lot of junk. This "junk"
tiat.I am referring to -~ is the many bits and pieces--
anl parts of prograns that were saved when you were
creating or using a program. Once your final program
is completed ~ get rid of all your "junk" saves! If

syordon't do it right avay you’ll forget about it -

and the next thing you know - you start saving new
programs onto a cassette that is full of "junk" - and
then you end up having to waste a lot of valuable time
- checking an entire cassette - just to find out what's
vhat! Once a "junk" tape has served its purpose -
record over it - with a volume setting of zero. That
wvay the "junk" will be erased ~ and you won’t have to
wonder if that particular program - or tape - was
important anymore!

Next month’s topic will be Clyde Colledge’s:
HIGH-SPEED CASSEITE LOADER. This is a most impressive
breakthrough for those of you who are still usins a
cassette systen. Don’t miss it!!!

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TI BASIC (N THE GENEVE?

¥hile rummaging. through my old-diskettes I came -across
a disk of Assembly language games. While scanning the
names 1 remembered that one of the games could only be
loaded from console BASIC with the EDITOR ASSEMBLER
cartridee installed! (veird huh?) This discovery
bumped ny braniwn into gear... I had never loaded BASIC
(yuk!) into the 9640 and in fact I wasn’t sure that it
conld be done, but I began to wonder how some of my old
RaSIC programs would mun at spced 5 on the GENEVE

The question of whether or not BASIC could be loaded
was the first to be ansvered.. It can!~ It can also be
chained together with the EDITOR ASSEMBLER module if
you wish. (Probably many others also.) Here’'s how.

Using your trusty Gram Kracker save GRCis 1 and 2.
Remember to turn your lcader off just before saving or
you will save the GK operating system and not BASIC.
Mame the GROMs "BASIC" and "BASIC1" and save to a newly
initialized disk. MNext, load up your sector editor and
changeTthe first word of sector >22 from 0002 to FFO2
and save the change to disk. That’s all there is to

it! You can now load BASIC into GPL just as you would

any other cartridge.

If you would like your BASIC to be loaded along with
the E/A cartridge you must also save the E/A cartridge
to disk AFTER you have saved the GROMs. DName it
"BASIC2".
