If you are using your Tl and the TERMINAL EMULATOR 11 (TE-11) to download
programs from a T7I bulletin board or other sources, there was a program on
the Albany TIBBS that will read a BASIC (or XB) program saved as a DISPLAY
VARIABLE 88 diask file by the TE~II and save it as a merged, runnable fijle.

The program had two problems. Some programs available on TIBBS have
carriage returns at the ends of some of the lines and the program would not
handle those. 1 have modified the program (see line 230) to handle those
cases. Secondly, the lines of the program file will look liket

108 CaALt CLERR
instead of 100 CALL CLEAR
and will show an extra space between the line number and the statement. 1
have not fixed that problem yet. You must step through the file in edit
mode or NUM mode and get rid of that extra space before the program will
run (CAUTION: do not resequence the program before you edit out those
spaces). You can use this to download TI BASIC or XB programs, but the
DOWNLOADER program must be run in XB because of line 210 and because the
file is saved as a MERBGED file. With this you can download programs without
having to type them in by hand from the listing.

Item 2:
(From Doug German of the Central lowa 99/4A Users' Group via Jim Peterson's
Tigercub Software Newsletter.) To let the user select his own joystick for

a one player BASIC game, put the following lines up front in your program:
