LAST MONTH | ATTEMPTED TO PRESENT A FOUNDATION FOR US TO SPRING INTO THE SUBJECT OF
RAM DISKS BY DESCRIBING WHAT THEY ARE AND WHAT FEATURES THEY GENERALLY POSSESS, [HIS 1S
THE MONTH THAT [ WILL BEGIN TALKING ABOUT SPECIFIC RAM DISKS. THE ORDER IN WHICH THEY
ARE PRESENTED MONTH BY MONTH IS NOT RELATED TO MY PERSONAL PREFERENCE OR THEIR PUBLIC
ACCEPTANCE, N

Tae HORIZON RAM DISK was moT THE FIRST RAM DISK ON THE MARKET, BUT IT WAS THE FIRST
wiTH STATIC RAM AND LOW FOWER AT THAT. THIS ENABLED THE UNITS. TO SAVE THE ROS AND THE
FILES IN THE EVENT OF POWER DUTAGES AND NORMAL POWER-DOWN OF THE PEB FOR LONG ‘PERIODS
OF TIME (WEEKS AND PERHAPS MONTHS) WITH THE USE OF ONLY THREE "AAA” Ni-CaD BATTERIES.
THE ORIGINAL CAPACITIES OF THE TWO VERSIONS AVAILABLE FromM HORIZON COMPUTER LIMITED
weERE 104K (360 sectors) anND 192K (720 SECTORS). THE DIFFERENCE, IF YOU CALCULATE FOUR
SECTORS PER EACH ONE K. OF MEMORY: IS THE MEMORY USED T0 STORE THE ROS (RAMDISK Oper-
ATING SYSTEM).

THERE WERE LARGER RAM DISKS o THE MARKET WHEN THE HORIZON CAME OUT, BUT NONE THAT
OFFERED THE SOURCE CODE OPENLY TO ANY WHO WANTED TO DEVELOP NEW APPLICATIONS FOR THIS
CARD. THIS DECISION WAS A FACTOR InN MAKING THE HORIZON RAMDISK THE POPULAR UNIT THAT
IT 1S TODAY AS WELL AS THE TERRIFIC ENHANCEMENTS BoTH HARDWARE (MIkE BALLMAN) AND
SOFTWARE (JOHN JOHNSON) WISE. MORE ON THIS SUBJECT LATER.

Tue HORIZON RAM DISK (I°LL REFER 170 AS HRD) wAS DESIGNED TO OPERATE WITH ALL OF THE
DISK CONTROLLERS ON THE MARKET (T7.1., MYARC. CORCOMP, anp PERCOM) anp witH mosT 32K
MEMORY EXPANSIONS (T.I., MYARC, FGUNDATION BOXCAR, e1c.). THe HRD 15 WOT YET ABLE TO
OPERATE IN THE GENEVE (S640) ENVIRONMENT, BUT EXPECT THIS TO CHANGE SHORTLY. WITH THE
UNCERTAINTY OF THIS MARKET: AND THE ADVANCES MADE EVERY DAY. THE AREAS THAT I TALK OF
HERE ARE ONLY ONE MORE RUNG OF THE LADDER HIGHER TOMORROW, SINCE WE HAVE NOT vET SEEN
THE APEX OF THE LIFE CYCLE OF THE TI-89/4A AND IT'S FAMILY OF PERIPHERALS.

Let us discuss how to print out data. If you have a
parallel printer you cannot use the parallel port of the
RS-232 card as a default, the default output is for a serial
printer at 8600 baud. Therefore the output must be modified
and this is done by using a program on the Utilities disk
called MODRS-232. Place the Utilities disk in drive #4 and
any other formetted disk in drive #5. Turn on the p-Code
card, the P-Box, and finally the console. Press “X" and st
the prompt “What file?” enter “MODRS-232". At the next
displey enter & “P" and at the next dispiay enter "PIO".
This now allows you to use your parallel printer. This must
be done each time the computer is started. (If somebody
knows how to incorporate this into SYSTEM.PASCAL please write
me. } '

Let us now get a printout of a disk directory. Put the
Filer disk in drive #4 and press "F". ({To get out of the
Filer and back to "main" command line press "Q".) To get a
disk directory listing press either "L" (L{ist dir) or "E"
(E(xtensive dir). “E" gives more information and is the main
one that I use, so let us press "E”. You will now see “Dir
listing of?", enter "#4" (or "#5" depending on which disk
drive you want & listing of) and there will be a listing on
the screen. If you want & listing to the printer, at the
"Dir listing of?" prompt enter the following "$4:,856:" and
the output will be to the printer. ({(The printer can be
called “#6:" or "Printer:”.)

‘Let us now prepare a disk so we can do Pascal
programning. Put the Filer disk in #4 and an empty, .
formatted disk in #5. (It is assumed everything is at least
DE/SD.) Call the Filer by entering “F" and then the Transfer
program by entering "T". The prompt says “Transfer?”, and st
this point we are going to trensfer files one at & time.
¥From the listing of the Filer disk we see the following
contents; System.Filer, System.Editor, System. Pascal,
Bystem.Syntax., Enter the following to transfer the first
file; "#4:System.Filer, #5:$" and the first file will be
transferred. You will be returned to the compand line so
press "T" again and transfer the second file by entering at
the prompt "#4:System.Editor,#5:8". Do this for the rest of
the files on this disk, then remove the Filer disk and put
the Compiler disk in #4. The Compiler disk bas the following
files; System.Compiler, Screenops.Code, Commsndio.Code,
System.Library. - You will be at the command ‘line so press "T"
and at the prompt enter "#4:System. Compiler, 85:8”. Continue
this process until all the files are transferred. Take out
the Compiler disk and put the Utilities disk in #4. On a
routine basis we need the MODRS232.CODE file. So press “T”
to return: to the transfer program and then enter
"#4:MODRS232.CODE, #5:8". You will now have all the important
files needed to make Pascal programs on one disk. Now back
that disk up at least twice. You ean aiso print out the
directories of these disks. Also read the corresponding
sections in the Filer. : -

{Notice in the above discussion that when we trensferred

the file to the gecond disk we used as a file name “$“. When
the "#" is used the original file neme iz used in the gecond
cese also. . This saves us some typing.)
