Nothing worthwhile comes easy, and Lord knows running a T! software business
has never been easy. When | founded Asgard in 1983 (1in fact, almost 19 vears
ago exactly), my software company was one Of perhaps over 100 TI scftware
eroviders. Over the vears, ['ve smeen all ¢f my original competitors, almost
all of the ones that came after them, and most of the ones in the "generation'
after that, disappear by the wayside.

I stuck with 1t despite many opprortunities to move on, and despite sethacks
similar to those that wiped cut many of my peers. I don't regret it - [ learned
a lot. 1 learned a lot about computers, business aﬂd lovaley., 1 learned how to
tell who was honest and who was a charlatan.

When 1 started this business | was a teenager 1in high school. Ten vears later,
! run the Computer Department for a major non-profit organization here in
Washington, D.C. The TI-99/4A introduced me to computers in general, and
cpened many ocopportunities to me. In many ways, it made me what I am today.

However. my professional and family obligations over the last 2 years have
forced me to change my priorities. I haven't been able to spend much time on
Asgard, and it has n’'t been fair to the community, so [ decided to give the
company to the one person in the community ! felt whose experiences and
heliefs matched my own.

Over the vears | have received and generated much criticism. While the TI
ommurnity has been hard on me at times, through it all I've tried to be hard
nack. Why? I really cared about what harpened to my little black and silver
box — and people whe care about something aren 't silent when they think
something is wrong. In wmy drive to do what [ felt was best for the community.
ran over more than a few toes I've also had my toes run over many times in
return. :

In retrospect, [ was too hard on some people and not hard enough on others.
1'd like to apologize to a few:

Craig Miller: [ was one of your earliest and most persistént.britjcsL While 1
still think yvyou were trving to sel! vourself as a programming genius, |
slighted vou by not recognizing the high gquality of your work.

Larry Hughes: At the time [ felt it was wrong fcr You to sell the kind of
software vou sold.. It was wrong for me to say this publicly. You did some
original things. and vour customers found ocut about the rest without my help.
made much ado about nothing.

Chris Faherty: I wrote an article published 1in MICROpendlum comparlnq GRARPHX

to TI-Artist that was wrong. At the time [ wrote. it, I was angry that you took
several original ideas I had and improved on them. While [ still think GRAPHX

For years [ preached that toc do Genealogy on the T1 youw didn’=
need a Genealogical program, but a data basz. That the programs
did not help gou research because their data base worked onliy
after you already acquired the information. I believed it then.

[ believe it now. So what happened? Why did I waste 2 years of
valuable research tims on data entry?

My only answer is that I lack confiderce of my own opinion and
let someane else guide me in the uwrong direction. I was led to
belisve that the [BM was different. The IBM had all that
additional memory capacity. They make: Descerdant charts, which
comg in handy at family reunions; Family Group sheets; and of
course the Tree itsglf. Sounds good doesn’'t it?  What is that old
saging that "If something scunds too good to be true ..."7 All I
can say was that it "was”! Thank God for back—-up systems, or ['d
have nothing to show for my time wasted! It could be said that I
used the "wrong pregram” or the "wrong company”. But, For the
most part they're all the same. The data base is a limitsd one,
saved in a fForm only they understand. The fFiles are not
accessible to you to change. The Family Group sheets are poorly
designed and do not print all the information you’ve collected.
Most of all there is no way to customize your Family Group sheets
to pleass YOU. Magbes [ want too much? All [ really sver wanted
was what I had om omy little TI, but with more memory capscity.

The only reason I sven considered the programs was because [ never
got my files transferred to IBM.

This might surprise some of you TI users, but IBM programmers
think IBM users are really stupid! Do you know they thirk you're
an advanced user if you know how to give a File a name? They save
it automatically to the disk for you. How?  You don't krow.

Under what name? You don’'t know. But, because they are so much
smarter than youw, youw don’t need to know. Do they care that your
father’'s sister is also listed as his great great great
‘grandmother. How she got there you don’t know? But she’'s there
‘wherever there should be a blank spacs. She wasn’'t sven supposed
to show up on the ITree report at all! Then I tried another
grogram. It was supposed to link me by modem to the LDS library
is Salt Lake City. This also sounded too good. "It was., The
First thing I didn’t like was that it wanted me to give the entry

of transferring my TI data onto my IBM with the help of Rich
Rehfeldt. I’ve written my ouwn data hase file for the (BN, It's
very similar to the ong I wrote for the T1, but it has much more
memory capacity. There are times I really miss my TI, but my
portable is an IBM., Why couldn’t they have been the standard? I
think we’'d all be hstter educated. P -
