For those in the Pitisburgh calling area 622, you can. access the internet
through the Three Rivers Free Net, by calling 622-6260. Set TELCO or: what |
ever terminal program you use to 8N1 and the baud rate that your modem
supports. Login as trfn, and hit enter twice for the password, Type in
the URL (web address such as http://www.xxzxx efc), hit. enter and vou will be
connected in a few seconds. The space bar takes you foward one page and
the hyphen - back a page. Put the cursor on a white block where it says
link and hit enter. This will take you to the web address and the
information associated with that link. The left arrow (fctn s) takes you
back to where vou started. Hit the letter "d" when the cursor is on a file
name, and you will be given several choices to download the file.

This infernet access is easy to use
and works very well with the TT at 2400 baud. If you allready have a text
based internet provider for the TI, but it is a cryptic command line interface,
then "lynx" or "telnet" to trfn.clpgh.org. This will connect you to the menu
driven interface of the Three Rivers Free Net, no login is needed this way.
There is no cost for this connection, unless you dial in from outside the
622 calling area. Then, of course, vou have to pay for the phone call.
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
