Your TI-WRITER word processor has two ways of outputting codes to your
printer. The above codes work for EFSON compatible printers. The following
is a explanation of how to use these codes.

TRANSLITERATE CODES:

;hese codes _can only be used when you print your file through the FORMATTER of
I-WRITER. The main purpose of these codes are if you want to have especific
print changes within your text. For example, if I wanted to have a line of text
to be printed in ITALICS. 1 would do the foilowing: On a se?erate line 1 would
enter .TL 94:27;52 The 94 is the ASCII code for the circumflex symbol (SHIFT
&). This tells the FORMATTER that whenever it runs into the symbol to output
. the ITALICS code (27352) to the printer. To turn off the ITALIC mode, we would
have to have another transliterate code to do it. AGAIN on a seBerate line we
would enter .TL 126:27;53 The 126 is the ASCII1 code for the TILDE symbol (FCTN
W). When the FORMATTER sees this symbol, it outputs the ITALIC OFF code to your
printer and returns to normal PICA type. The line of text would look like this
on your screen: Frinter set for ITALICS.™ .

Each TRANSLITERATION must be on & line by itself followed by a carriage return.
It is best to have your codes at the begining of your file. Or a seperate file
can be created and then used with the .IF (lnclude File) command at the start
of your text file.

SFECIAL CHARACTER MODE:

This mode can be used in either the EDITOR or FORMATTER. Its purpose is to send
a PERMANENT printer control code to your printer. To enter these codes into &,
text file, You would enter whatever codes are desired on & seperate line within
the file. All of Hour codes maZ be entered onto the same line ending with a
carriage return. ust as with the Transliterate codes, you can have & seperate
file set up _for whatever codes you reqguire. You can also combine transliterate
codes with Special Character Codes. The trancliterations still must be on &
line by themselves.

a printer. In other wvords, the vhole works. The printer is_something you definitely
van to be careful in choosing because all of your work vill be in vain if you can’'t
rint out exactly vhat you type in, and with an attractive appearance. First, let’s
ook at the command line. That’s the line at the top of the screen when you’re in the
command mode. There are seven commands shown_and six?een sub-commands that are options
of the main seven. The commands are selected by t ping only the letters that are
cagitalized in the vord. For instance: "F" for Files, "SH" for SearcH, or "LF" for Load
File. That’s an interesting point: you can access any of the sub-commands_from the main
command menu. In other words to ShowDirectory (vhich is a disk catalog) you would
enter the command _mode, (FCTR y, and either type "F" for files, and "SD" for
Eh;v?1r§ctory, or just type . "SD" immediately. This feature saves a lot of time and
eystrokes.
. The first command is Edit. This simply enters you into the text-edit mode in

vhich text is created.

Next is Tabs, When you hit "T", the top part of your text is shown vith a scale
across the top shoving the current tabs and margins. Changes are made by simply typing
over existing entries vwith_the appropriate symbo: (L,R,T, or I).

"F"* "for files allovs you to vork with your text file as a vhole. To Load
Save, Delete, Print, Purge, or ShowDirectory. "PF" for print file is rot what you'li
get wvhen you print out through the text formatter; 1t just prints a "hard copy" of the
vhole file, ust as you see it on the screen. 1t doesn’t print wvith any of the
modifications "made by “the format commands (more on those laterg. "PF" is useful for
making a fast cogy of a long letter, or vhatever, in order to check for errors without
having to scroll” back an forth or up and dovn. Purge simply erases the file from
memory to prepare for a new entry. It is similar to the "REV" command_in BASIC.

Next is "L" for Lines. This allows you to vork with vhole lines or groups of
lines by moving them to somevhere else in the_ text, copying to somevhere else and
leaving " the original intact, to delete groups of lines, or to quickly move the cursor
to some line in the text with the ShowLines option.

Search (or "SH"% gives you the option of either the FindString routine or the
ReplaceString routine. indString will move the _cursor to the first and/or each
successive use of the word string you give. ReplaceString searches the text for a
given string and replaces all or one occurrence wvith the nev string. This is great for
correcting a reEetitzve spelling error.

Recovertdit 1is a failsafe regair in case the text buffer was purged in either
the File or Quit command. It will EU 1 back everything but the first Eine and restore
the file. I guess the loss of the first line is the penalty paid for accidentally
erasing a file, which can’t be done ver easilX.

inally, Quit, as the name_implies, blowvs 1t _all apart and leaves you with the
title frame, But before it goes, all open flles are closed (such as to disk or rinter)
so no data is los:. Fortunately, it first gives you the option of saving your file (in
case you forgot to do_that alreaay) or just purging the fife and going bac{ to the edit
mode. But if Xou really vant to quit, you t¥pe "“for Exit and it shuts down.

Now let’s -go over the ke¥board. TI-WRITER makes extensive use of the FCTN and
CTRL keys and uyses every Rossible unction of the top line of keys (the numbers). There
are also many functions that have duplicate methods of keystrokes to activate them. For
instance,_ to enter the command mode, you either press FCTN 9 or CTRL C. The reason for
this duplication is to allov you to choose wvhich is easiest to use depending on vhere
your fingers are at. The problem though, is that it can be very congusing trying to
remember the fifty different ,h key combinations that activate the thirty functions. A
better method is "to Just pick which keys you're_going to use for what function and
ignore the rest. VWhat I do  is use the number lgne Eeys for anything shown on the
overla{ strip and just memorize the fev functions hidden down in the keyboard. Let’s
start by Eoing dovn the overlay strig, left to right as shown on the next page.

The last four key functions to mention are the cursor arrovs: UP BO%N LEFT, &
RIGHT. These stay the same as in console BASIC. Now, if you’'re still folloving alon

ou may__be guite confused vith thisbonslaught of information. The point is, you can'%
earn all of this in one sitting, but after using TI-VEITER for a vhile you start to
