The AYOEMY 2007 DVSKOOEX program by OFA4
is designed to make up master catalogs of all your
disks, and allow you to print, update, delete, sort,
display catalogs of ait or some of your fles/disks.

This program uses every gram of “Ti-S9/M4A”
power on a normmal expanded system with 32k and
disk drives. This being so, we have been able to
design a compiete program which can run at super
speeds in updating and sorting your catalogs while
storing a lot more Information on your files than
current disk cataloger programs on the market,

O/SKOOEY has the feature of storing the flle
comments and dats of the disk that the shareware
program OVSA™ UTR/TEES by John Birdwell uses,
which allows for a much beftler listing of your files
you first comment your disks using 2SAZ/

The SAOOEY program Ig the second of many
programs In the AAENLY 2007 series of programs by
O~4 which have been designed to have enough
power and usefuiness to help the Tl live pass year
2001.

HABOWAREARLNABUTY

LUSKCOEX 3 designed to operate on the TI-95/4A
home computer or the MYARC GENEVE 9640 family
computer. It requires al least 32k of expansion
memory and at ieast one floppy disk drive.

LVSKOOEY has been tested using the TUMYARC/
CORCOMP controliers and many RAM-DISK com-
binations. Thers Is no reason why this system will not
ajlso work with other systams that use standard DSR
cafls and DSR subroutines.

Printers are tised only In the text mode, g0, there
should be no compatibiity problems. The afiributes
defining how the printer I3 connected in your system,
are defined In the SYSTEM SETUP and may be
modified to your needs.

Loading may be accomplished with the EdRor/
Assembler, TI-Witter or Extended BASIC modules.

The LOOKOOEY system s delivered on one
single-sided/single-density diskette. And since it Iz not
copy protected you can copy it 1o a ramdisk, hard
drive, or a larger formatted disketle. f may be loaded
as described In the GETTING STARTEL section of
this document

make backups of your 2474 O/SAS before updating

NSKOOEX may be loaded using the Editor/
Assambler, TI-Writsr, or Extended BASIC modules.
The procediires are as follows:

Edior/Assembier

1: Select Editor/Assembler from maln menu
2: Place O/SAOOEXdisk Into disk drive (1-4)
3: Select option 5, “RUN PROGRAM FILE”
4: Enter “"DSKn.DISKODEX" as the flie name.

1: Select Ti-Writer from maln menu

2. Place 2ASAOOEY disk imto disk drive (1-4)
3: Select option 3, “UTILITIES"

NOTES ON L CADING DESKODEX

Any other memory image lypa loader system,
should also be able to load LOGSACGOLY without
problems. Also, the OSAOOLY flles can load from
any drive or ramdisk with the exception of the
Extended BASIC “LOAD" program which Is fixed to
“DSK1.DISKODEX" format, but this can be edited and
resaved using Extended BASIC. The Extsnded BASIC
loaders may have problems on some MYARC
GENEVE 9640 systems, so we suggesi you use the
Editor/Assembler procedure In loading 28AOLOEX on
a MYARC GENEVE 9640 system to Insure full
operafion.
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SYSTEM STARITUP

After loading ZSXAAA and prassing any kay Lo go past
the VSXOOEX title screen a menu wil appaar asking you to
“Insart old data disk or a blank disk™, then "lnput drive number”,
BACK FCTN-8 will axit you to the Ti Main Title Scresn

insert a blank Initialized disketts, and type in the
drive # thal contains the new disk. The system then
creates two files, CATLOG DSK to store the dis-
knames, and CATLOG_PGM to store the fitenames,
and other nesded data. After the flles are created
DSKOO Y adts to the AL4V AENM.

The new 2474 O/SX'will be setup for a maximum
of 258 diskettes, H the disk has 720 or more
formatted sectors, otherwise it will be set for a
madmum of only 128 diskettes. We suggest you
format your 2474 /540 the madmum your system
and drives can handle. That way you can bs sure you
wiil have the best data space for your system setup.

LOAONG OF AN LD PATALNISK :
When you Insert a disk containing the SSADOEXY
files CATLOG_DSK and CATLOG _PGM, and fype
the drive # that contains the ISAOOEX Q474 DISA;
the system will load some needed Info from the 2474

When using a single drive system, the system will
tell you when Rt needs the current 2474 245K Inserled
back In the drive, with the message “INSERT DATA
DISK In #_: Press any key". This message can also
occur on mufti-drive systems, K for some reason the
L2474 25K 'was removed from the drive. Also due lo
the way the 2474 D/5K1s detected by MSKAOOE he
diskname should be different than amny of your other
disks. ‘

i your system [ncludes a ramdisk with a larger
slze than your drives, you can use N az your 2474
JVSK Then, when finished with Z/SAOOEX, use Barty
Boone’'s ARChiver v3.02 (or later), lo compress the
two LUSACOEXY fles onto a floppy of smaller size.
Whan your 2474 /5K 13 nesded again for updates,
Just decompress It back to your ramdisk using the
ARChiver. Using ARChlver this way you can In fact
have a larger 22474 D/sAthan any of your drives.

Since a 2474 /54 can only hold a madmum of
258 diskettes, wo recommend that  you have more
than 256 disks you divide and organize your flles/
disks Into categories and have ohe 2474 O/SK for
sach category likke “GAMES", “UTILITIES”, “PER-
SONAL", otc. We think this would be the best way to
organize a very large lbrary of disksttes.

AEM, the system will ask for the drive # fo be
cataloged. After reading the diskette, it will display the
calalog and a command line with the following

After pressing “S” from the calalog display, the
systom will first check to see H the cataloged

f L2/SAOLE TInds that diskname {8 already on the
2474 D/5K 1t will then ask H you wanl lo update It H
yes, the new catalog will replace the old one on the
DATA LVSK

H you don't want to update the 2474 O/SA

ged diskstte. When entering the new diskname the
system will sound a HONK nolse, if the new name is
also on the 2474 OSA After emtering a new name
OSAOOEY will first ry to rename the disketle
cataloged, if It can't find & or it's write protecied,
OESKO2EY W abort the save.,

it shoutld be noted that the SAVE oplion can take
soms ime to complete the Job, and H the drives crash
with YO ERROR due to a bad sector, etc. or, if you
remove the disk for any reason, DATA LOSS WiLL
OCCUR. The OASAOOEX program should be exited
before trying to use thad 2474 /S again. We always
recommend thal you make a backup of your 2474
O/SX before updating it In cass of power or
equipment fallure during an update of your 2474

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DISPLAY ALL DISKNAMES

After selecting option 2 on LVSAODEXY MAN
AENVL, the system will display a sorted fist of all
disknames on the 2474 V5S4 For each diskname the
display also Includes the total formaited sactors, used
ssctors, free sectors, number of flles, and SAL/
247F if any. The command lins has the foliowing
options:

BACK - Pressing (FCTN-9) sxits back to the main menu.

Next « Preseing “N™ will go to the next screen page.

Back * Pressing "B goes back one screen pege.

E = Pressing "E” moves the marker up ons line.

X = Pressing "X~ moves the marker down cns Hine.

Print « Preesing "P~ will print cut the Het of disknames
after asking for & “Device Nams”. Entering a blank
ine will abort the print optlon

Catalog =« Pressing "C” will catalog the marked diskette.

Dal = Pressing "D will delete the marked diskstte,

After selecting the diskefte to be cataloged (by
moving the marker using the E and X keys), pross
“C” fo catalog the marked disketts from the 2474
DISK. OISKOOEX L then read (n the catalog of the
diskette and display It In the same way az the
CATALOG A DISK DRIVE option except that the
SAVE opfion In tumed off and the REDO Kkey exits
back to the list of disknames. BACK will exit to the
AN MEANU. All other options on the catalog screen
work the same.

LELETING A DISKETTE FIROM THE PATAISK

After selecting the diskstte to be deleted (by
moving the marker using the E and X keys), press
“D” fo deilete the marked disketle from the 2474
DISK DISKODEXY will ask W you are sure before
deleting the diskette.

It should be noted thal the DELETE option can
take some time to compiste the job, and i the drives
-crash with YO ERROR due to a bad teclor, olc. or, ¥
you remove the disk for any reason, DATA LOSS
WILL OCCUR. The L/SAOLEX program should be
exfted before frying to use that 2474 L4SA again. We
always recommend that you make a backup of your

After selecting option 8 on ¥SXOXYs MAN AMEM/ the
system will start a serias of prompts before finally outputting
the sarted catalog of the files & disks you wanted

Whdcard charschyy are variables representing
one or more file/disk name characters. The two valid
DOSAA0LY wWiidcard characlers are, the inverse
asterisk “*” (FCTN-6), and the inverss question mark
“2" (FCTN-7). The asiterisk represents multiple
characters in a name, and can onty be used once in a
name but in three different ways. See examples befow:
Prefix seareh:  ABC®
Suffiz sarck:  *-DOC

The question mark wildcard represents onty one
character In a name, and s use (s position-
dependent More than one question mark may be
used in a flle/disk specification If you wish to allow for
multiple varfable characters. The question mark may
aiso be used with the asterisk wildcard. For example,
the flle/disk specification, 7?7?FEB might refer to files
such as ACCTFEB, PERSFEB, and FILEFESB.

LUTTBENT SEARCH OPTRONS

Tha first prompt Is for a ALE SEARCH STRIVG.
This option allows you either to have all files listed by
entering & blank line, or {o list only certain filenames
by using the wildcard characters mentioned above. if
no wildcard characters are used, 2SAOE Wil only
list the ones which match exactlty. The second prompt
I8 for a JUSA” SEARCH STRWG This option is simitar
to the above flle search oplion, but used to cail up
whicl disketles you wantl in the flnal sorled catajog.
The last prompt In the search setup s for the file
types. Here you can turn on which flie types to incltide
in the sorted catalog. With this option, for example,
you could gel a Hsting of only the DISPLAY/VARIABLE
and/or PROGRAM files. You can have any mix of
different flle types you wish.

SCREEN OF OTHER XUTRUTS

After going through the search prompls, JO45-
AO2LY will now ask for the type of output you want.
“S” Is for screen display only, with the SPACE BAR
controfling the scroliing of the screen. f OTHER Is
selected, the system will ask for the “Device Name”,
which can be any known device ke a printer or
disketle. A third prompt only appears f the device
name does NOT start with DSK. it asks if you want
FORMFEED BEFORE FACH NEW LETTER. This
option allows you o have the B's, C's and D's, elc.
start on & new page.
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DISPLAY STATUS

After selecling option 4 from DSKOOEY s A4V
AEMY, the system will read information from the
L8474 D/ISK and displays the status of the 2474
LD/SK The list can be printsd out by pressing “P” and
then entering a device name, or a blank line to abort
the print option. BACK (FCTN-9) wil take you back to
the AL4W AEMU The L/ISAOOEXY stalus screen gives
the following info:

Pressing “P” at the menu will allow you to set the
maximum lines per pags, printer setup, and printer
device name. The printer setup operates In HEXADE-
CIMAL and aliows up fo 17 characters for your own
personallzed printout For example, on an NX1000
printer, you could set H for superscript in NLQ mode,
and 6/72" line feeds, which would give you a
maxdmum of 132 lines per page. This setup would be

Al DSKOAEY R474 DiSKs have two flles on them,
one calied CATLOG_DSK o store the disknames,
and the other called CATLOG PGM to store the
flienames. important information and printer setup are
stored in record 0 of the CATLOG PGM flle. The
CATLOG_DSK file type Is in PROGRAM format and
its size is 6400 bytes for 266 disksttes, or 3200 bytes
for 128 diskettes. The CATLOG PGM flie type Is an
INTERNAL, RELATIVE, FIXED 50 formal and its slze
varies depending on the number of flle records
slored. Here Is a layout of the records in the two
OSKOOE THes;
