Audio Calculator 15 for use by those who transfer music
fram CDs and phonograph records to cassette tapes. The
software  will calculate (with ewphasis on the word
"ralculate) the maxinum number of song titles that will
fit on each side of an audio cassette tape and then will
print a tape box label. Yes, I Know. Several public domain
cassette tape box label printing prograts exist, and you
can use Bruce Harrison's Time Calc program to add up
accurately the cumulative elapsed times of songs you add
consecutively to an audio tape. HAudio Calculator is
different. It actually calculates the ideal fit of songs
onto the sides of an audio cassette of any length so that
you can squeeze the maximun number of songs onto the tape
without leauving out part of the last song and with nininum
unused tape time at the end of the tape.

It will load and run
any program which can be
loaded from Extended Basic,
displaying the program being
loaded., It will delete any
progran or file, after first
displaying the filename and
requesting verification. It
will list any listable file
to the screen, pausing on
any Key input, and can be
yery easily modified to list
to a printer. If a file is
not listable, 1t will inforn
you =0, and restart the nenu
selection, It has the
pre-scan  option to speed 1t
up.

Fairly often, the disk
directory will lose track of
ohe or a few sectors during
the process of  loading
records, euven though  the
Disk Manager showed all 358
were Initlalized. That's
why I put the checking
routine in the Menu Loader.
The figure shoun as "used”
is actually 358 minus  the
number  of  sectors still

avallable, and 15 checked
against the total sectors of
all files.

The loss of & feuw
sectors IS ho  serlous
matter, but once ina great
while you may notice that
the "avallable®™ and “used”
sector quantities  haue
obuiously been reversed. I
have found that this is a
signal that the disk s
about  to go haywire and you
had best back [t up
innediately!

Programs and files are
loaded in the first
avallable sectar, and
continued In the  next
avallable  sector. If s
number of small files are
deleted from a disk, and a
long file is then loaded, it
may thus be fractured into
mary parts. If you have 3
work,  disk  on which you
continually add and delete
files of various lengths, it
will becone badly fractured.
This can cause disk errors,
and 1t also badly ouerworks
your  drive., It is a good
idea to recopy wuour  work
disk occasionally - file by
file, not sector by sector
with a quick copier.

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four seconds wsually works well. Finally you enter the
tape length Ce.g,. enter "98" for a C99 tape), and Audio
Calculator begins to calculate.

A suggested list of songs (title and individual durations)
for side 1 and 2 of the tape, a statement of total used
and unused time (after the last time) on each side, and a
listing of which songs will WOT fit on the tape appear on
screen., At this point you have the opportunity to edit
your sohg entries. Maybe you have a lot of roow left and
want to put more songs onto the tape. Or maybe you really
want to put some of the "won't fit" songs onto the tape
and tust delete some of the fitted songs to wake room,
Whenm you finish editing, Audio Calculator will recalculate
based on your new data.

Az an exanple of what can be done; I took & favorite CD
and typed in the nawes and durations of all its 13 songs,
specified a four-second "autospace” and a C3B (15 minutes
oh each side) tape length. Audio Calculator told me it
could put six of ty songs on each side of the tape with
unused time of 29 seconds on side 1 and Y5 seconds on side
2. One song with a duration of 3 minutes 24 seconds would
not fit.

When everything is set up as you wish you can print either
g full 88 colunn listing or a cassette label to cut out
and put In the cassette box. Each printout includes the
tape title and date plus information about song duration
and unused tape space. Each label contains roon for a
maximum of 25 songs per tape side. Then comes the hard
part. You have to use your audio equipment manually to
transfer nusic onto the tape in the sequence specified by
Audio Calculator, which is not necessarily the sane
sequence you used to input the song titles. Oon't forget
to  leave the "autospace®™ between songs manually. Wouldn't
it be nice If this could be done automatically under
conputer controll

Audio Calculator is written in Extended BRSIC and comes in
YA- and BE-calunn versions, both of which come on the sane
5550 disk and are alwost functionally identical. The
BA-column  uversion Crequires a Geneve or a 99/4A BB-colunn
device such as TIM or AUPC) iz written using RAlexander
Hulpke's HBA., I am grateful for another really useful
BA-column  application for my 99/4H. Mot many of them
exlist,

Picture an urban toad, tired of life in the fast lane,
trying to hop his way back to the old pond. Imagine this
ambitious awphibian executing a series of grand jetes
across  four  lanes of rush-hour traffic, only to face a
fast and treacherous river which he must cross by leaping
log to log. One false jump and he's an hors d'osuure for a
water moccasin.,

TI Toad, from Software Specialties, Inc., offers Just this
scenario.  After selecting either  joystick or Keyboard
play, and listening to a catchy little tume, you will see
your  screen fill with four lanes of blacKtop jammed with
two-way traffic, a rushing river crowded with floating
logs, and safe toad havens that await on the other side
(except when inhabited by a rouving alligator),

The first of your live toads will hop into place and poise
for  take-off. This plucky ex-pollivog can hop in four

directions - up, down, right, left - to avoid the
careening cars. It pays to liwmit the downward and side
action, howsver, as you are also battling the clock. If

your time runs out just as you reach toad heaven, you will
have a happy toad, but no pointsy if it runs out before,
you will have a dead toad on your hands . . . I found the
best strateqy was to look for a break and zip straight
across - fast.

Once  the little croaker has  traversed the traffic, he
faces the mighty river. There is something a bit strange
sbout the riuver current - the logs are flowing fast in
both directions. DOon't let this disorient you, though:
your  timing wust be precizse as you bounce from one log to

the next. Your +toads belong to a2 mutant species of
awphibian, and if they fall into the water they will
drown. RAlso, don’t let any moss grow on those webbed fest

a5 you sall down the river. If your log goes off the
screen, 1t will not weap - resulting in another lost
toad.

When you reach the last row of logs, your toad is ready to
hop  aon home. There is a bit of strategy to selecting your
toad’s resting place. If you have some extra tiwe on the
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clock, you may want to ride out to one of the ponds at the
edge of the screen. Once you are near the edge, 1t takes
some slick maneuvering to catch the last log and Junp hone
before you go off the screen.

Conmand Responset TI Toad's strongest point is that it is
a hopping good action game. The obstacles are many and
challenging, and the player response is quick. You, in
turn, nust be fast and aim carefully. (I preferred the
Joystick to  the Keyboard for this type of split-second
action.) Your speed determines both your score and your
suruival,

The game offers several levels of difficulty. Rfter you
get all five +toads across, you progress to screen two
(with undulating starfish in the river and faster carsl,
then screen three Cwith turtles and speeding police cars),
and then screen four (as far as I got . . .J, which
displays bright red lobsters and race cars. While TI Toad
is not a gane you will master instantly, it probably won't
take long before your toad is hobnobbing with the turtles
and lobsters on a regular basis. The game's response is
quick enough to let your toad dodge the cars artfully,
once you get doun the timing. Rt the same tine, the
increasing speeds on sach level ensure the game will
remalh a challenge long after the "initial gawe thrill" is
gaone.

Documentationt Unfortunately, ygou'll have to rely solely
oh experience to reach those higher leuels. The game’s
documentation is a short, two-paragraph instruction sheet,
which offers little helpful aduice or explanation. It
dogsn’t ewven tell you what equipnent s needed to run the
program, let alone offer any playing tips.

braphicst I found the game aesthetically pleasing. The
graphics are colorful and imaginative, especially as you
reach the higher levels. I vas particularly fond of screen
fours lobsters with snapping pincers, and flashing police
cars. ALl in all, the gane designer made very effective
use of animation and color.,

Soundt The game’s sound effects are also good - &
satisfying "boink" for  the hops and dunking noises when
your toad falls in the drink. And you'll have sowe trouble
getting the catchy TI Toad jingle out of your head. I
found myself humming it for days.

Summary? Angone familiar with computer gates Knous that TI
Toad 15 Jjust one of several "frog-crossing-the-road” type
games. [ found that 1t compared fauvorably with any of
these, even the arcade version. TI Toad's player respaonse,

action, and graphics are right up there with the best of
then. I can’t help wondering, though, why there are so
many similar  frog-survival games. Do we really need TI
Toad, Frogay, Froggie, and Frogger? Obuiously, [t's

because game players are jumping to buy these games. No
ohe can deny the scenario is a winner, but how about a
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little wariation on the theme? In the meantine, I'11 be
atong those leap-frogging the commuters with wy TI Toad.yN

with another five frogs - sowmething I'ue been able to
accomplish only once.  Since the logs are mouing at
different speeds and in different directions, 1t takes
steady neruves and precise timing to Jump at just the right
time. If you mniss the log, the little fly-breath will
Jump into  the river and swim away. A hit from a car and
your  frog uwill croak, (Sorry, but I couldn t resist it),
Either way, you losel

Unlike the arcade original, you can stay on a log as it
wraps around  the screen, naking It a bit easier to play,
but in Froggy there's only one log per row. As I said
garlier, the challenge is different from Frogger.

This is a colorful and action-packed game, sure to delight
young and old, and it has lasting play value. The action
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would be faster with a few more cold- blooded cars in each
lane - perhaps more sound effects such as honking horns -
but I'm satisfied with Froggy, and am eager to see what

When was  the last time you purchased shing new cartridge
ganes  for your 99/4A. T don't mean the "recycled and
comes  Ih a zip lock bag” cartridges gou get at TI shows
and by mail from TI dealers, I mean virgin "still in their
original manufacturer's shrink wrap container” cartridges
containing games you and the Kids have probably never
played. L.L. Conrer sells Romox game cartridges that meet
these criteria.

Romox  was a Campbell, California, cowpany that sold third
party gawes for the 59/U4R and other computers in 1983 and
1984, These games could be loaded into reprogrammable
cartridoges that were loaded at retail stores that had
Romox's game center, Pay the clerk, insert your reusable
cartridge into the machine, and load your game. Games were
available for HAtari game systems and Cowmodore conputers
as well as for the 33/4A.

Romox  also sold  stand  alone (not  reprogramwmable)
cartridoges, and the rights to distribute these cartridges
were licensed to Navarone Industries in February 1984, The
cartridoges reviewed here are original Rowox products,
purchased from the current L.L. Conner Enterprise catalog.
These are  unusually shaped and really good-looking
cartridges that were "made in Philippines.” Each cartridge
has a sloping top-front that contains a full coloe
artist’s picture illustrating part of the game action,
They are certainly superficially different from the usual
"official™ TI cartridge, but, like the TI products, Romox
cartridoges plug into the 99/4a's cartridge port. Romox
cartridoges come in & shiny copper-colored box with holes
in the box that reueal the artwork of the cartridge
itzelf. These are not generic boxes, since each has the
name of 1ts particular game cartridge imprinted on the box
along with specific gane instructions printed on the back
of the box. If you lose the box you lose the only printed

game docs. However, nost games come with plenty of
on-screen help as well as an  automatic demonstration
tode.

A1l the Romox ganes wake good use of the 99/4A's bells and
whistles., Some games use speech. Each has a catchy musical
tune and warious additional sound effects that play
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throughout  the game. You have the option of turning off
the nusic, All gawes can use Jjoysticks or the Keuboard for
cantrol.

I gave these four cartridoes to my I4- and 16-year-old
boys to play with., They turned off our 386 clone with
CO-ROM, fired up the TI suystem next to the 386, and played
with these cartridoes for a week of afternoons before they
got bored. At least one of the boys had the TI system
going whenever they were home during this time. This is an
indication of the entertainment wvalue of these Romox
games. Even though the games were made in 1983, they uere
new and interesting to the bous, for a while anyuay.

L.L. Conner Enterprise will sell these new gawe cartridges
to you for $18 each, or all four for $38. If you want, gou
can order the set of four wrapped up in & nice red ribbon
with bow for gift giving.

ANT ERTER By Romox

You are an ant Cactually three ants) in a nest in the
ground. You are supposed to tunnel up to the surface, grab
some food, and bring it back to the underground nest. Once
all the surface food is obtained, you go on to the next
level, On the surface Is the deadly anteater, who will
follow you on the surface and back doun into your tunnels
trying to eat you.

The ant is artied with five eggs that it will lay and leave
behind in a tunnel at the push of the fire button. The egg
explodes seconds later, destroging a pursuing ant eater [f
things 9o as you hope. RAlso, ants can tunnel under rocks
in the ground that may then fall into the funnel,
squishing the pursuing anteater. lUhen ugou  aduance to
another  level, wyou get an additional ant Clifel and an
additional anteater appears.

randowly or chasing the rooster 1t is hard for the rooster
to approach the hens in exactly the right orientation. In
the tuo-plager game, players take turns being the rooster
and conpete against each other for the highest score.

ROTOR RAIDERS By Romox

No, the word rotor does not refer to a helicopter. This is
not & helicopter rescue gane. In this gawe the word rotor
refers to a remote control drainage pipe auger designed to
clean qunk out of drains. The object is to move your rotor
around in the sewer maze eating all the droppings (the
docs call them footprints) left by mice. Of course, you
have to catch the mice too, and this isn’t easy because
the mice can run as fast as your rotor. You have to trap a
mouse in & dead end and then roto him to mouse heaven, but
meanwhile more wice appear.

This Is a maze gane somevhat resenbling Pac-Man. Instead
of energy dots there are mice droppings, and unlike
PAC-Man rnew droppings are continuously deposited by the
mice as they run around the sewers. Sowetines your
flashlight will go out and you can't see the maze. ALl gou
can see are  the mice and your rotor. You can still mouve
under these conditions, feeling blindly for barriers. Soon
the lights come on again. There are speed levels, which
accelerate the speed of both the rotor and mice. 0f the
group  of games reviewed here this is my favorite. I like
the music, and the fast action just goes on forever. It is
hard to lose but it is also hard to win, because you can
never quite Keep up with the mice. Finally time runs out
and the game displauys your score,

PRINCESS AND FROG By Romox

This is your typical one-player *frogger™ game with speech
and some interesting variations. You woue your frog across
a field of Jousting Knights and into a moat filled with
alligators and snakes. You Jjump from one mouing aniwal to
another until you get across the moat, but watch out! If
you are on the back of an alligator [t way subnerge,
taking the frog with it. In either the joust flield or moat
it is possible to  Jump both up/douwn and left/right to
auoid obstacles. Left/right jumping cuer obstacles is, I
believe, unusual in a "frogger” tupe of game.

On the other side of the woat 1s a castle with several
open gates. Reaching any gate gives you bonus points, but
ih one gate Is a pair of big red lips, the lips of the
princess. If your frog manages to jump off a snake into
this gate and Kiss the princess, then the frog turns into
a prince. Neat! And then there s this little extra, as
quoted from the game box: "Bonus points are gained by
mating with the Female frog of the moat on the journey to
the castle gates.”

This 15 my second favorite of these four gawes. It is
gasily winnable, which iz something an arcade game binbo
like me appreciates.
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Pyramid of Ooom, an adventure game from Texas Instruments
and Aduenture International - a game I was all set not to
enjoy because 1t was all text and no graphics.

If you go East, you find
yourself at the pyranid.  Fine, but now what? The "now
what® [s just the beginning of a truly fascinating journey
- that s If you ever figure out how to get into the
pyramid. Hnd watch out for  that small desert nomad! I
wouldn't turn my back on hin too often If I were you...

Once  inside the pyranid, the mystery intensifies as you
track down the treasures and accumulate points. There is a
sarcophagus, & glant ouster, and a mad nuwny to contend
with If you are to find all the treasures. The Pyranid of
Doom will provide a strenuous workout for your powers of
logic and deductive reasoning - pitting you up against a
yery intriguing and demanding maze of clues and trails.
When you finally drop that last treasure in the right spot
and say SCORE - and are thus rewarded with the yellow
screen - the  euphoria  you  experience ouer  this
accomplishment is unbelievable, Get lucKy, and you might
finish Puramid in & few hoursy but a few days - or euen

One of the nicest features of the Texas Instruments
inplenentation of the HAduenture Series (consisting of
gleven Aduentures) is the ability to save the game at the
point where ygou are, and to pick up again right at the
paint where you left off.

Just save the game up to that point, then go ahead and
Jump off the cliff or into the pitl If you meet an
untimely end, you can pick up where ugou left off,
remembering to avold that hazard the next time around.
