Among  the items I saw at the Las Uegas Consumer

Electronics Show in January 1985, was the ¥-18 Powerhouse,
g device to allow a computer to control lights and
appliancs in the home, I talked to one of the personnel at
the ®-18 booth who indicated that there was no interface
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for  the TI-99/4A, but that CorComp was working on one. He
also  Indicated  that no programming  information uwas
available. I Knew I wanted ore of the devices, but detided
to wait and see what interfaces came out,

When CorComp released their 93 Home Sentry, the price of
$79.80 for the Powerhouse and 99 HomeSentry discouraged me
from  purchasing anything. Recently, ORAK, & discount
glectronics retailer, opened a branch in Torrance, CH and
I noticed that they had the Powerhouse, with interface,
for various computers Cnot including TID, for only $19.58.
I finally broke dawn and bought a 99 Home Sentry and then
purchased a Powerhouse with & Macintosh interface from
ORK. I should have purchased the Powerhouse first, because
the package included  programming  Information,
Unfortunately, the interface cable was not right for the
99/4A. One of the interfaces may contain a proper R5232
connector cable.

While still  working out the best program for o hy
Powerhouse, I ran across two articles in newsletters from
other clubs which mentioned another interface betueen he
Powerhouse and  the TI-83/4A. The first article I saw was
by Thomas LeMay in the lest Jax 93ers newsletter and the
other was by John Johnson in the Greater Omaha TI User
broup Mewsletter, Both gave credit to Ken GladyszewsKi of
the Northcoast 9%rs for the original article. lhat
follows 1s a cowbination of  both articles with
contributions of my own regarding 99 Hone Sentry and
Powerhouse, I do not uyet have Home Contral 99, but
nothing in the Powerhouse programning book contradicts
anything said about that progranm.

The H#-18 Powerhouse Model CP23@ Conputer Interface is part
of a cowplete energy managenent and security system for
residential and small business applications distributed by
#-18 USH Inc. The unit works by sending pre-prograntied
signals ouer normal existing house wiring 1o remote
modules into which lamps, appliances, etc, are plugged.
#=18 USA Inc. 1= markKeting the device in this country with
disk-based  programming  software  for  Applelle/Ilc,
Commodore B4, and IBM PCs. Tenex (and Tex-Comp list the
#-18 Powerhouse for $39.95 and the 99 Home Sentry wodule
and cable for $39.95, Tenex also has lamp and wall switch
modules for $13.95 and appliance modules for $19.95.
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Eagle Software is now marketing a program by Paul lheeler
of Eastlake, OH, called Home Control 33, This disK-based
program, which retails for $10.88, elininates the need for
the Hone Sentry Interface. It s provided on a 5550 disk
with documentation, including instructions on how 1o
rewvire the IBM R5232 cable to work with the TI R5232
card.

The Home Control 99 program definitely is superior (f you
have & fully expanded system (Disk Orive, Memory
Expansion, R5232). It iz indeed a nifty bit of Extended
Basic programing! It uses text exclusively instead of the
"crude” icon picture system used by the CorComp Howe
Sentry.  In fact, it emulates the IBM wersion's
capabilities very closely, The user types in any amount of
locations and device descriptions up to the controller’s
limit of 256 devices. In comparison, the cartridge allows
only 14 choices of rooms and 9 cholces of device locations
for a total of 126 (still quite & few thoughl.

Using the Howe Control 99 Software, the controller can be
progranmed  for up to 28 timer events. Each timer event
consists of an on, off, or dim comwand for up to 1B
devices within a single house code. The best feature of
the program though, is the ability to save collections of
tiner events to disk as a file. This allows one to have 3
file for wvacation, sumwer, winter, etc, The files can be
edited, sent to a printer for a hard copy, and downloaded
to the controller.

Since I have observed the Home Sentry 99 in operation,
although I have not studied the program, I believe that
the 128 ewvents which way be programmed from this module
consist of only 128 individual switching events. Tuo itews
with different module numbers, even on the same house
code, can not be controlled by one control sequence. On
the other hand, Howe Control 93 takes full advantage of
the capabilities of the K-18 Pouerhouse.

0f course, euery device you want to control, i.e. lanp,
radio, coffee pot, etc, must have a nodule to accept the
signal from the controller to turn the deuvice on or off.
These can be purchased locally at Radio Shack, Heathkit,
or  Sears stores.

Several graphics programs are already available for the
TI, so what would justify uet another one with a $39.95
price tag?

It would have to be easier to use, have greatly expanded
capabilities, and have excellent support. This is exactly

what you get with JOY PRAINT '39 from Great Lakes
Sof tuare.
JOY PAINT  '99 is so user-friendly that you could use the

progran  without reading the manual (but I don't recommend
this practice). There are no cowplicated cowmands or
keystrokes to uemorizer every feature 13 avallable on
screen elther  from  the easy-to-understand  *icons® Cor
tools as they are sonetimes called) or frowm a pull-doun
wend, all accessed by using the JoysticK and fire button,
Creating & plcture 15 3o much easier because you can
concentrate onm your drawing and not be distracted by
hauing to enter cryptic comwands via the Ksyboard or uade
through menus as in some other programs.

Just because it's easier to use doesn’t mean it's a sinple
program. [t 15 loaded with features. Anyone who writes his
oun  programs  Knows how difficult it is to make a program
look  siwple to the user. Obuiously, a lot of effort went
into the developwent of JOY PRINT 'S99,

For  support there is JOY PAINT PAL, also from Great Lakes
Software. This disk iz available for $9.95 and has a
conuersion program  that will allow you to use screens
developed with GRAPHK. ORAW ‘N PLOT and TI-Artist. This
means that If you have one of these other prograns you
will not lose any of your creations, you will also have
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available a vast library that has been developed for these
other programs. This disk also includes printer utilities
and other features that would not fit in JOY PRINT '59,

It is difficult to do JOY PRINT 99 full justice in a
reuiew because you really need to sit down at the computer
and use JOY PAINT to truly appreciate what it is capable
of doing and how easy it is to use. It does have sone
limitations and I do have some personal preferences that I
will describe to you, but, over all, the program is
fantastic!

For systen requirements, you must have 32K and disk drive,
and an Epson compatible printer helps (f you want to get a
hard copy of any of your creations. JOY PRAINT PAL has an
Axlom print utility.

The first thing you should do with JOY PRAINT 'S99 or any
other program  is read the instruction manual. The wanual
consists of 16 8.5x11 inch pages that can he punched and
ingerted into a three-ring binder. It 15 written in
gasy-to-understand  English, avoiding computerese. The
wording of & few phrases is awkward or misleading. For
instance, on the use of ilcons [t states that icons must be
returned, while all you really have to do is pick up & new
Icon.

All the problems with the manual are of this magnitude.
They aren't too significant, are slightly misleading, and
after you've used the program once or twice you understand
what 15 really weant. Most or all of these winor problews
will be corrected by the time you read this review. Great
Lakes has been very receptive to suggestions on possible
inprovenents to the manual and the program.

Loading  the program is simple.  There are loading
instructions on dthe disk label telling you how to load
using KBASIC, Editor/Assembler, TI-Writer or Mini-Memory,
Loading time 15 about 1 1/2 minutes with HBASIC taking
slightly longer. What is on disk s one version that will
not load from BYA option #5 or similar enuironnents,
Because HBASIC will not handle this compressed ob ject
code, Great Lakes has included a loader that duplicates
the B/R  cartridoge functions, Selecting KBRSIC will
autoload & wenu that looks likKe the B/R cartridge. Select
option #5 from this menu, press enter and JOY PRINT will
load. The advantage of this approach is that, unlike
GRAPHK, which has three separate versions depending upon
which cartridge you want to use to load it, JOY PRAINT 93
has aone wersion for all cartridges, giving the user more
flexibility.

While JOY  PRAINT  is loading wyou must not have &
write-protect tab on  the disk or the title screens will
not load properly, There are three title screens that load
sequentially, one each tine the program is loaded. These
title screens were developed using JOV PRINT and give you
a sampling of what you can do with the progran.
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Once  the program 15 loaded you have a screen that looks
like the window shown in the ads in MICEOpendium. If you
haven’t already, release the alpha locK because almost
every function will be accessed from the joystick and you
can't 9o up unless you release the alpha lock. Initially
the cursor has the pencil lcon assigred to it and to start
drawing, Just press the fire button and wouve the joystick
to draw a line.

Uertically along the left side are the icons (tools) that
you have for your use. To pick up another icon move the
cursor, which is initially a pencil, into this area to
pick up the tool you wish to use. Whenever you choose
another icon or select another feature you get a "blup®
tone to ihdicate that the operation has been accomplished.
This audio feedback helps let you know what is going on,
When you move into the icon area the cursor changes to a
siall circle to indicate 1t 1s in the lcon area. Moue the
circle to the icon you want to use, press the fire button
to pick It up, and mwoue it onto the screen to use. By
reading the manual and practicing a few minutes gou will
find you are more proficient with JOY PAINT than you could
be with some of the other programs after a few hours.

Briefly, these are the functions of the icons you have
avallable:

17 Text - allows upper and lower case, punctuation and
nunbers, and has auto-repeat, making it as easy to use as

most word processor text editors,

2] Pencil - for freehand drawing with a line width of one
pixel. Just press the fire button while wouing the pencil
icon, and a line will be drawn at the pencil point,

317 Spray paint - giuves light couerage in the pattern
selected, Just liKe a spray can.

Y) Paint brush - paints in the pattern selected in a width
selected ,from the EXTRA *brushes™ function.

51 Line, Circle, Rectangle - perform the obuious function,
Concentric circles are harder to obtaln than with GRAPHK,
but, by using a trick I'1l describe, can be quite easy. To
draw a true circle simply make a diagonal line on the
sireen and make a circle by placing the start "+" at the
beginning of the line and the end ™+ at the end of the
line. Print the circle and see how round 1t 1s on the
printout., If it's not round, clear the screen using NEW
and try another line at a slightly different angle,
repeating  this process until you get a true circle on the
printout. Save this line to your work disk and use it
whenever you want to create circles. Concentric circles
are tade by making "tick” marks at the beginning and at
the end of the circle line and then tuo more "tick” marks
the same distance in from each end. The outer tuo tick
marks are for the outer circle and the inner two for the
inner circle,
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ERASER and FATPIKEL can be used to erase the circle line
and tick marks from your drawing uhen gou are finished
drawing these circles. I prefer the center-radius wethod
for drawing concentric circles, but understanding the
midpoint of & line method used in JOY PRINT and a little
practice will give you perfect concentric circles. The
angle of the diagonal line may vary  from printer to
printer and you’ll need a different line for circles you
print out using the double size print option which
automatically prints sideways. This is because the aspect
ratio of printers is not one-to-one. That is, a line drawn
P8 pixels long horizontally will print a different length
than one drawn 188 pixels long vertically,

This is a function of the printer and we have to live with
it.

B Eraser - clear an 8-by-8 pixel area under the cursor
while the fire button is pressed. From the pull-doun menu

use the FATPIKEL function option for fine tuning or CLEAR
function for clearing large areas.

77 Fill - works on most complex enclosed areas in one
pass. Fills with any one of the 26 pre-defined patterns
avalilable or with your own pattern If you have the pattern
editor on the JOY PAINT PAL disk.

B) Moue screen window - the two opposing horizontal and
the tuo opposing wertical arrows allow you to move the
screen window over the entire drawing area which is almost
twice the size of the window, Place the circle-shaped
cursor on the head of the arrow for the direction you want
the window to move. The bacKground appears to moue in the
opposite direction,

Horizontally across the top 15 an area that does two
things. First, it will allow you to access the pull doun
menu  with many added powerful features. Second is one of
the features I appreciate most. This is the UNDD function.
It allows you to recover from alwost all errors you could
make. If you try to fill a shape and have a ™leak™ uou end
up filling the whole screen. No problem with JOY PRINT!
Just select UNDO as the wery next thing uou do and you can
recover  from  this error. You cannot, recover from sone
operations like deleting a file from disk Cuhich is
understandable) but for any drawing error you wight make
it can be a real timesaver.

The added functions on this menu allow you to perforn file
functions  such as LOAD, GSAVE, PRINT picture, disk
OIRECTORY, [OELETE file, MEW Cwhich clears the entire
drawing areal and QUIT. Most drawing programs lack many of
these features that allow you to see or manipulate what is
on your work disk., It can be annouing Of you save a
second  file with the same name as another, wiping out the
first., With JOY PRAINT you don’t have this problem 1f gou
use these features. The only problem with the SAVE feature
is that 1t doesn’t check to see if there is sufficient
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disk space available for the file you are sauving., If the
file doesn't fit it giues you an error message but writes
that portion of the file it could and enters the nane of
the file in the disk directory.,

You have to remenber to delete this partial file or you
may forget and try to load it at some later date. TI's
SAVE  function has the same problem, so most people haue
probably encountered this before,

The PRINT feature will first ask you for the printer nane

(the default 1s PI0J. You must press ENTER to reaccept
this default or tuype In gour printer name Of 01 is
different. Oon't forget the .CR on the end. If you Know
what nawe gou will be wusing uou can change this

permanently wsing the CONFIGURE program mentioned in the
manual.

Angytine you see the cursor change to what looks like two
equal signs, one above the other, the program is looking
for a Keyboard entry. This occurs when JOY PRINT is
looking for the printer name, a file name to load or save,
or  with the text mode. Rfter you have entered the printer
name you can then select either single/double density and
single/double size using the Joy- stick., Once you'ue
entered your printer name this will become the default
until you OUIT, so you don't have to Keep re-entering your
printer name every tine you print a picture. If you Know
shead of time that you are going to make a double-sized
printout, don't use the two top (16 pixels) lines, as they
will exceed the B88-column limit of the printer and will
not print.

Like nost of the graphics programs I'ue used, JOY PRAINT
dogs not reset the printer after printing a picture, If
you OUIT the program and go to use the printer without
turning the printer off, then on, to reset it, the line
spacing will be wrong,

The EKTRA features are some of the nore interesting and
useful you will find., The FATPIKEL or zoow function allows
you  to fine-tune  any area of your drawing on &
pixel-by-pixel basis. The area uou are working on is
shoun magnified eight tines near the widdle of the screen.
In the upper left is shoun the same area unmagnified. As
you take ygour changes o the nagnified area, the sane
changes are being made to the unmagnified area to let you
see exactly what it Will look liKe. When gou are through
using FATPIKELs siwply move the pencil icon into the box
at the bottom that says *JOB DONE". Press the fire button
and you  return to your picture with the changes
incorporated in your drawing.

FLIF Chorizontal and werticall and ROTATE allow you to
make mirror  images or 9B8-degree rotations of any area up
to 18,888 pixels. You have to be careful not to exceed

this  limit or  you could lose angthing ouer  the
18,880-pixe]l limit. Fortunately, the UNDOD feature will
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allow you to recover from this sort of error so nothing is
really lost. IWUERT gives you “reverse wideo" of a
selected area, and MAGNIFY can be used ouer and ouer again
to enlarge euven one pixel to fill a 18,88@-pixel area. The
REDUCE option on the JOY PAINT PAL disK is the opposite of
MAGNIFY and can shrink any area. CUT, PRASTE, MOUE and COPY
allow you to wodify your creation or add "clipboard” parts
from one file to another. This area of the program isn't
a5 easy to use as the clipboards in GRAPHK, but works well
once  you get used to it. COLOR allows you to change the
foreground  and background colors used in the program. JOY
PRINT iz a two-color program Cunlike some of the others),
but I wuse & high-resolution B/W monitor and all the
pictures I print are black and white, so I don't find this
a limitation. If you are interested wainly in how the
pictures loock on  the screen in color (such as the quilt
designs I have with GRAPHY and my second system), you
might find this a problewm, so Keep it in wind.

UIEW allows you to see how just the screen drawing area
(plus a little) looKs without the icons while SHOW PAGE
gives you the entire drawing area shown about one-quarter
size to give you an ouverview of your drawing.

The last feature, OWHER is unigue. Encoded in a file on
disk is the name and address of the purchaser of the disk,
If by s=some rewote chance uou could copy the disk, your
name goes with it. If illegal coples show up, Great Lakes
Software Knows who the gquilty party i[5 and can take
action, I think this is a good way to discourage pirating
and quite innouative,

Horizontally across the bottom are the patterns that you
have available with the Fill, Spray and Paint functions.
The pattern (texture) that is selected is displayed at the
botton left so you always Know what pattern uou are using.
Thirteen patterns are shown, but by mouing the cursor into
the area on the bottom that has the two arrows and
pressing the fire button you can toggle 13 wore patterns
onto the screen to choose from. The JOY PRIMT PAL disk has
a pattern editor so you can create patterns to suit your
needs.

What can you do with JOY PAINT?

Well, as one who failed to be accepted to the drawing
schools  that advertise an the inside of matchbooks Cand
they accept euverygonell, I obuiously need all the help I
can get - JOY PRINT makes even me looK good. Cowic strips
or any line drawings are a good place to start, I'ue found
that cross-stitch magazines available at sewing and fabric
stores are a great source of materlal that is already laid
out on a grid. The ability to use the clipboard art
already available for the other programs should give you
plenty of ideas. If you have a club newsletter you can
make professional-looking ads or notices. You can make
letterheads, etc., etc.

Conclusiont JOY PAINT '99 s & truly great graphics
program  and  compares  favorably with ones T'ue  seen
denonstrated on IBM, Apple and other wachines. For drawing
schematics I still prefer GRAPHX with its clipboard and
checkerboard background but with the conuersion program on
JOY PAINT PAL you can fine-tune your schematics wmuch more
easily with JOY PRINT than you can with GRAPHX, I'ue found
that these two graphics programs complinent each other and
fill all my graphics needs.

For freehand drawing, JOY PAINT's capabilities and ease of
use have no equal. I hope we will see more programs of
this caliber, It is programs like this that will help Keep
the TI alive.

I am Just sorry that no review can do JOY PRINT full
Justice. I'm sure I'ue left out something that soweone
else would find important, but with a program with so many
features, [t's difficult to include everything, If gou get
a chance to see JOY PRINT demonstrated at one of your club
meetings, you'll see what I mean. i
